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 MEMOIRS OF THE M. T. B. COLLEGE

( Editorial Note )

On the historical occasion of the Diamond Jubilee of the M. T. B.
College we present a few articles written . by some of the teachers and
students who have had close and long association with this institution.
The writers represent several generations. Thus their writings chronicle
different phases in the development of the' college in different aspects of
its activities. '

Prin. K. L. Desai was first a Professor of English and then the
Principal of the college. He retired in 1962 after forty years’ service. In
him we have a representative of several generations: of teachers and students.
He recalls with nostalgia the past glory of the institution he has loved so
much all his life. He bemoans the indifferent attitude of the society that
lets its seats of ' learning suffer yet his indefatigable optimism makes
him regard = the college capable to hold the torch and light the path
in future. We humbly claim that his hope and trust are not misplaced.

Dr. Vishnuprasad R. Trivedi retired in 1959 after nearly forty
years of service. He taught English, Sanskrit and Gujarati by turns and
retired as the Vice-Principal of the College. An excellent critic of Gujarati
literature and a great educational thinker, Dr. Trivedi records his
impressions of five great Principals of the College with whom he had worked.
He very subtly evaluates the contribution of each Principal in developing
the college, and concludes his memoirs by raising a few questions regarding
the new trends and tendencies which he "views as a serious threat to the
basic philosophy of education.

Dr. Jayant Pathak who studied in the college and later joined the
faculty is today a leading poet-critic of Gujarat. He recalls with a deep
sense of gratitude the role of the M. T. B. College in moulding him into
what he is today. His thumb-nail portraits of some of his teachers in the
M. T. B will remind many of his contemporaries of the old familiar faces.




Shri Dinendrashankar Pandya is one of the older generation of ¢
alumni of the college.

Shri Dhirubhai Manibhai = Desai who is the Vice-Chancel]
(Mahamatra) of the Gujarat Vidyapeeth studied at the college as
hostelite. The hostel life on a college campus has its peculiar pleasur
which one likes to recall again and again. A few glimpses of that host
life together with some memories of the college become the subject of Sh
Dhirubhai’s brief memoirs. :

Professor Hakumatrai Desai, who is working in the commerce colles
run by the Sarvajanik Education Society was a shining star of his days i
the fields of sports and dramatics. He records that the M.T.B. never neglec
ed the extramural activities. He points out that even before the idea of
University theatre had caught the attention of people, the professors at th
M.T.B. College were engaged in similar activities. It is no exaggeratio
when he says that the M.T.B. has pioneered the theatre activity in Surat.

Professor Ramesh Oza was a student of the college from 1956 to
1962 and later joined the staff He recalls his six-year long association
with the college and its teachers. He records with admiration and affection
how some of the educational ideas in vogue today were a matter of
routine practice with many of the teachers at the M.T.B. College. He
also shows his grateful appreciation of the role the teachers played in
guiding him on the path of practical life. .
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Glimpses of the M. T. B. College

In the vast complex of educational
institutions run by the Sarvajanik
Education Society, the Maganlal
Thakordas Balmukunddas(Arts)College
holds a place of pride and distinction.
It is the oldest among the institutions
of higher education under the Society’s
adiminstration and is also one of
the oldest institutions of its kind in
the entire state of Gujarat. As a
matter of fact this college was the
first to have been started and managed
by public contributions at a time
when the other four colleges in the
state were managed either by some
princely state or by the British
government

Surat has traditionally been known
as the neucleus of the cultural life
of Gujarat. It was in keeping with
its noble traditions that in 1918 some
enthusiasts of calture and education
started the M. T. B College (then
known as the Sarvajanik College) to
locally cater to the needs of young
men and women secking higher
education.

The late Professor (Dr.' Kunvarji
G. Naik, who was then a professor
of Chemistry at Behrampur College,
first conceived of the idea of starting
a college and presented a seheme be-

fore the management of the Sarvajanik
Education Socicty in the year 1915.
In December, 1916 some members of
the Executive Committee of the
Society informally resolved to adopt
Prof. Naik’s scheme with necessary
adjustments. In 1917 the Sarvajanik
Education Society formally published
the scheme and presented it to the
public for their support.

It is a measure of their enthusi-
asm with which the public received
the idea of starting a college in Surat
that in the same year about Rs.
150000 were subscribed to the college
fund which enabled the Society to
make an application to the University
of Bombay for affiliating the proposed
college. Subsequently a Local Inquiry
Committce consisting of Sir Narayan
Chandavarkar, Dr. Harold Mann
and Principal Wilkinson visited Surat
in March, 1917. But the committee
did not favour the idea of housing
the college and the T. & T. V.
Sarvajanik High Sohool in the same
building as was proposed by the
Society. The application was turned
down by the University and the
college could not be started in 1917.

Apparently this was a setback,
but in reality this was to prove a

boon; for this left no other alternative
before the  Sarvajanik Education
Society but to ‘resume its efforts
anew - to raise more funds so as to
enable itself to fulfil the University's
requirements for affiliation. The idea
of temporarily starting the college
in the High School building and
shifting the School to its hostel
building was accepted by the University
and permission was granted to start
from June, 1918 a second grade
college with not more than 100
students in the First Year Class and
60 students in the Intermediate Class.
The college was declared open on
June 19, 1918 by Sir Chimanlal
Harilal Setalvad, the then Vice-
Chancellor of the University of
With Prof S. P. Dastur
as the first Principal of the college
and with a student enrolment of 100
in the First Year Class and 15 in the
Intermcdiate Class the Savrajanik
College began its historical function
of providing higher education at a
cheaper cost.

The improvised arrangement of
starting the college in the High School
building neccessitated more vigorous
efforts on the part of the Society’s
management to raise funds The
enthusiastic efforts of the devoted
workers of the Society were met with
by the spirited and whole - hearted

support from the people. By June,

1918 a handsome gamount of

Rs. 350687 was collected. This enabled

 the Society to select a piece of land

in the Athva Lines area admeasuring
about 14 acres. Only a part of this
Jand could initially be purchased for
insufficiency of funds.

In 1919, the University permitted
the college to increase its student-
enrolment in the First Year Class upto
125 and in the Intermediate Class
upto 75. But the University also
required the college to expand its
playground facilities for the students.
To fulfil this condition another 4}
acres of land was purchased from
the piece selected earlier and a
gymnasium was built at a cost of
Rs. 4848.

By the year 1920 the college
building was ready, though the
Principal’s Bungalow and the Hostel
Block were still under construction.
The college building was declared
open by Sir George Lloyd, the then
Governor of Bombay. With this the
University also accorded it recognition
as a First Grade College teaching up
to B. A. degree courses. This was a
big leap forward.

The year 1920 is recorded as the
most glorious year in the annals of
the collge for another reason also.

That same year the college found in
Sheth Maganlal Thakordas Balmu-

‘kunddas Modi its godfather who dona-
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fed a very rich amount of Rs. 200000
to the college development fund. In
recognition thereof the Sarvajanik
College was given the name Maganlal
Thakordas Balmukunddas College
which remained its name till 1960.
In 1960, the Gujarat University
which was then the affiliating body,
imposed restrictions on the number
of students to be admitted to each
college. To cope up with the new
situation, the M. T, B. College was
bifurcated into the M. T. B. Arts
College and the Sarvajanik College
of Science which is today known
as the Purushottamdas Thakurdas
Sarvajanik College of Science.

With over three and a half lakhs
of rupees already collected, with
another two lakhs of rupees donated
by Sheth Maganlal Thakordas Balmu-
kunddas Modiand with more and more
munificent donations forthcoming
constantly from the service - minded
citizens of Surat and South Gujarat,
the College was financially placed in
a comfortable position by 1920. The
names of all those who have contri-
buted in fostering the growth of this
institution are recalled with love and
gratitude every year by thousands of
students who come to receive their
higher education under the portals of
the M. T. B. College.

With the problems of its physical

" growth having been largely solved, it

was now the main concern . of its
administrators to see to its academic
growth.

The management of the Sarva-

janik Education Society always
took care to select the best
of talents in varions fields of

academic activities. It also arranged
to send some volunteer teachers
abroad to receive better training as
scholars and researchers.

X X X

Vicissitudes are, as it were, in the
very scheme of things. Their visita-
tions haunt both individuals and
institutions alike. But it is also true
both of the individuals as well as
the institutions that given the intrinsic
strength of spirit, they can over-
come these problems and emerge
stronger than before. The M. T. B.
College also had its periods of hard-
ships and difficulties, But it was
singularly fortunate in having at the
helm men of vision and vigour to
steer the ship safely. Its teachers and
and administrators together have
always endeavoured to pull it out of
troubles whenever these have arisen
in its history. It is heartening
to observe that the public have also
stood by its administrators in the
times of its difficulty.

To return to the first setback.
Mahatma Gandhi’s mov:ment in
1920+21 to abandon all foreign




education came as a clarion call to the
young and idealistic students. They
left their studies. This affected the yet
infant college. Its number dropped
to a meagre 129, hardly sufficient
for a full-fledged college to make
it viable. Even some of the members
of the staff, including Principal
Dastur, incidentally, had left the
college for different reasons.

From 1921 Prof. V. K. Rajwade
joined the college as the Principal.
He was a great scholar of Sanskrit
and was a Life Member of the
Deccan Education Society of Poona.
During his term as Principal, the
college continued to flourish and
progress. Two new hostel blocks
were constructed during this period
as hostel accommodation was essential
to provide residential facilities to
students who came to study here
from distant places. Another notable
advance was made by securing
recognition to offer English Honours
and Gujarati to B. A. students. The
credit for this should go to Prin.
Rajwade who taught English and
Prof. J. B. Durkal who . taught
Gujarati, With these additional
facilities the number of students also
rose to 247 in 1923.

If opportunities for more and
better  academic  training were
provided for, itis equally true that
sports and athletics were not in any

way neglected nor considered of ay
secondary importance. Prof. K. L.
Desai, a great sports enthusiast
developed the cricket field just at
the back of the college building,
With the vision and personal care
and supervision of Prof, K. L. Desai
the sports ground has assumed its
real character which we witness at
present. Likewise, the credit for
giving the college its idyllic atmosphere
with its huge and beautiful garden
in front of the building goes to Prof.
A. G. Chandracaud.

It was a unique feature of the insti-
tutions under the Sarvajanik Education
Society that teachers of outstanding
merit were sent abroad for further
studies at the expense of the Society.
Prof. V. K. Nimkar, who had secured
Sir Mangaldas Nathubhai Scholarship
of Rs. 6000 was deputed by the
Society to Manchester for higher
studies in Chemistry. Prof. K. L.
Desai was likewise sent in 1926 to
Cambridge to'read for the English
Tripos. Both rendered useful services
to the college for a long period.

In March 1923, Rao Bahadur
K. G. Desai, then the Chairman of
the Society, died. Himself an engineer,
he had taken keen personal interest
in the construction of the college
building. In his memory a fund of
Rs, 10000 was raised and a Fellows

He was not only a great scholar
of his subject, butalso a remarkable
academician and able administrator.
In those days his was a great name
in the field of higher education in
this country. In the Bombay Univer-
sity also he was a very outstanding
member and his opinion carried great
weight. The M. T. B. college was
lucky in securing the services of a man
of his intellectual stature as the Prin-
cipal, Under his Principalship the
college made all-round progress.

It may be a mere coincidence
that the M. T. B. College came into
existence almost at the same time
when Gandhiji launched his Satya-
graha movement. The years of land-
marks in the freedom "movement.
therefore, have been the years of
anxiety for the college since the
strength dwindled as a result of the
students joining the movement. At
this point of time one might view
the fact with a sense of pride, | but
at that time it certainly must have
caused worry to the people at the
helm of affairs in the Society. The
years 193C-31- the years of civil
disobzdience-were a period of much
anxiety for the college management
when the number dropped from 337
to 190 causing heavy budgetary
deficits,

a sudden rise in the student pupulation
at the college. Since then the number
of students has never been a problem.
On the contrary, the rising number
mede it necessary to expand the
residential facilities for the students
on the campus with the result that
in 1935 the New Hostel building
came up providing additional acco-
mmodation for 252 students more.

It was a great redeeming feature

that in its hour  of crisis and
financial stringency the members
of the teaching staff accepted a
voluntary cut in their personal

salaries and helped pull the college
out of its difliculties !

When the government was not as
today (and it
was a foreign Government) to the
weaker sections of society, it was
the rich section of the society who
stood by them They considered it
as a call of humanity. These rich
men had the spirit of generosity and
they lived upto the ideal of the
Upanisad-Tena Tyaktena Bhunjitha-.
We recall with deep respect the name
of Sheth Chunilal Parvatishanker who
donated a sum of Rs. 162,531 for
awarding scholarships to poor and
deserving students seeking hlgher

The opening ceremony of
Science Institute at the hand of Lo

Brabourne, Govetnor of Bombay @ gym
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December 19,1933, turued out to be
a doubly auspicious '-oceasion. For
on that occasion Sir Kikabhai Prem-
chand, the then Président of the
Sarvajanik Education Society anno-
unced a donation of Rs. 61,000 for
the college library. Very soon, there
fore, a spacious library building was
constructed and equipped with books
and reading facilities. Sir ~Roger
Lumely, Governor of Bombay,
declared the library open on 12th
December, 1938 and it was given the
name of Lady Kikabhai Premchand
Library. Now that the college had
made such rapid progress, the Uni-
versity granted it afflliation in 1939
to teach the newly introduced Tea-
chers’ Diploma course. Next year two
platoons of the University . Officers’
Training Corps were raised for
military -training with the permisson
of the University. Professors P. A
Pandya and J. A Kazi were put in
charge of these platoons as their
commanding off icers.

Whereas new facilities were added
almost every year, and whereas
students were also increasing year
after year, some of the old existing
facilities were found to be insufficient.
Indoor games and gymkhana activities
were sought to be increased in view
of this. The old college Gymkhana
was pulled down and a Boys’ Pavilion
was constructed at a cost of

Rs. 24510 and a gymnasium was
also put up nearby.

In the year 1944 the college wite:
nessed a ,unique - rise: in its . student
population when the numbcr reached
1990. With Principal, N. M. Shah as
the head, the college then had on its
teaching . staff, - as many as fifteen
volunteer professors who were men
of academic distinction and who had
made a name in the profession.
With such teachers to look after their
cultural and intellectual development
the students 'also earned distinction
in various filelds of activities inclu-
ding sports,

With India winning freedom in
1947, the University Officer Training
Corps came to be :replaced by NCC
of 'which the college was parmitted
to raise one company. The two
decades of Principal Shah’s regime
as the Principal saw the all-round
progress of the college. He retired
from service in 1950 and was
succeeded by the then Vice-Principal
Prof. K. L. Desai.

Where there - are = good tradi
tions at an institute and when they have
people’s support, such changes do
not in any way affect its progress.
The M. T. B. College has been very
fortunate in getting principals; who
have not only maintained good tra-
ditions of old, but have established
equally good traditions in their time
They have contributed to the acade-
mic progress of the college and they




have also striven hard to see to tt
that its physical facilities did not
stop ‘or diminish. Principal Desai
carried on the great traditions of old

and introduced a more humane manner

of ‘administration, Wc cherish ' his
loved memory. In his retirement also
he is still one of us.

Diwan Bahadur H. L. Kazi
donated Rs. 20000 towdard ' the con-
struction of the Rangildas Hostel
for Girls. Consequently the founda-
tion stone of the Girls’ Hostel was
laid by Diwan Bahadur Chunilal
Maneklal Gandhi, the Chairman of
the Society. Two blocks of the buil-
ding were commissioned for use in
1952, costing about Rs. 60,000. The
building was formally declared open
on 19th March 1953 by Lady Bajpai,
wife of Sir Girjashanker Bajpai, the
Governor of Bombay.

The hostel now provided acco-
mmodation for 12 lady students,
However, the demand for admission
to it was very great, One more wing
was constructed at a cost of Rs.
25000 to meet with the demand in
1958. The University Grants Commi-
ssion made a liberal grant of
Rs. 100000 for the Girlss Hostel
Building. So in 1961 the college put
up the eastern wing and the first
floor at a total cost of Rs. 155693.
The present building, furnished with

The bifurcation of Artsand Science

M. T. B. Arts College now was 797
strong with 441 men and 356 women
students. The old hostel building was
given to the Science College. The
library and Girls’ Hostel continued
to be shared jointly.

In June 1962 Prin. K, L. Desai
retired at the age of 65 and after
rendering meritorious services of over
forty yeas to the college. Prof. J. T.
Parikh of Sanskrit was appointed
Principal in his place.

The year 1962 witnessed major
changes in the structure . of higher
education in that the Three Year
Degree course was started by the
Gujarat University. This, in its train,

brought in internal evaluation. and
tutorial system for supplementary
teaching. In _order to meet the

requirement of accommodating small

tutorial batches,. a new tutorial

building was constructed with financial
aid from the U. G C.

In the year 1968 the college com-
pleted its 50 years of outstanding
service in the cause of higher education
in this region The college celebrated
its Golden Jubilee with the help of
its past and present students, Sri

Nasservanji Vakil, the thzn Gujarat
High Court Judge and later Vice-
Chancellor of the M. S. University of
Baroda presided over the function.

In 1970 Prin. J. T. Parikh retired
premature on account of  his
deteriorating health. He was succeeded
by Prof. K. C. Mehta who is its
present Principal as well as the
Honorary Secretary of the Sarvajanik
Education Society.

The history of the college since

Principal Mehta’s taking over the
charge is too recent to be recorded

in full detail. However, certain facts
need to be mentioned even at the
cost of sounding biased.

A college where lady students
constitute the majority of its total
student population, absence of sanitary
facilities etc for lady students was
keenly felt for long but was somehow
not fulfilled Prin. Mehta saw to the
construction of a Ladies’ Recreation
Centre well-equipped with sanitary
and other facilities. With the increasing
number of students and with some
diversification of courses for which
credit goes to Prin. Mehta, demand
for more space arose and the tutorial
building was extended.

The starting of a University in
this area in 1967 made demands on
the wisdom and insight of the expe-

Its programmes include rural service
activities, adult education, road safety
projects, service to the physically
and socially handicapped people etc.

In January, 1973 Dr. R. 1. Patel,
Professor and Head of the | Depart-
ment of | English was  selected
Professor and Head of the = Depart-
ment of English in  the South
Gujarat University. Dr Patel, with
his versatility, scholarship and wonder-
ful teaching ability richly deserved
this highest academic position; and
though it was a loss for the college,
we were happy that a member’ of
the faculty was going to serve the
wider  educational goals. Our
happiness was greater on account of
the fact that he continued his
association with us even - after
joining the university in his capacity
as the Chairman of the Board of
Volunteers and as a teacher,

Since the year 1976 new forces
have been operating in the collegiate
educational set up;
revitalize higher education, the Kothari
Commission had recommended an
overhauling of education both at
secondary and collegiate levels. Itsug-
gested to reorganize the educational
pattern on a national level which
came to be known as the 10 + 2 +3
pattern. The state government imple-
mented this after a decade’s contem-

plation and that too without ade-
quate preparation for vocationalized
courses. It takes some ‘years before
the advantages or otherwise of any
reform in education 'are concretely
realized. But for ''the moment -the
new pattern has unsettled ' thousands
of college teachers. They have been
compelled to do the job they  had
never bargained for. What is more
pitiable is that the government ' also
expects these highly qualified persons
to teach classes where a much less
qualified teacher, would do the job
efficiently enough. No society can
feel happy in wasting away its
resources in this way. What is more
upsetting is that the government is
contemplating to overhaul even, this
pattern which is only three years old.

At the moment education' seems
to be at crossroads New changes are:
being introduced before the not:so-
old ones are allowed to crystallize.
This has created the harmful impres<
sion upon the teaching community
that every new reform is tentative.
Judging from the utterances of people
in charge of decision-making, it
appears that pragmatism is going to
be the sole guiding princlple of
education in the years to come. While

“there is no denying that a government

committed to providing jobs to millions
must create millions of jobs and
therefore it must make its education
job-oriented. But there are still things




beyond the mere pragmatic level. The
latest indications from  the hlghest
government . quarters indicate that
these higher values are going to suffer.
It is sad that the men in power tend
to divide subjeets of university edu-
cation into the artificial classes of
useful and not useful. We believe
that this line of thinking negates the

very basis of education as a process

of making a full man .

But we are not pessimists, much
less cynics. We at the MTB College
];aive carried on for sixty long years
the responsibilities we have been called
upon to carry on. In these sixty years
we have seen changes, we have adju-
usted to those changes and done our
best to perform -our social role. Itis
gratifying and heartening to recall to
memory names of our eminent students,
To think of our past students and the
members of the staff  receiving inter-
pational  recognition in different

fields of activity, rising to the highe;
positions-administrative, legislat
judiciary or academic-of the sports
earning laurels on national and 1nt
national fields, of artists and p
bagging the most coveted hono

gives us a  legitimate sense of
pride. This is: what the M. T
College has achieved and this is w
inspires and will inspire its studen
and staff ‘to achieve hereafter.

Sixty years is, in the life of g
ipstitution, not a very long span of" |
time.

President’s Address
ON THE
Opening of the Sarvajanik College.

ON

19th June 1918.
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”('“Junewli9th:"—1918Mmarks a glorioﬁsw daryr in the educational V'history‘

of Surat. On that day the M. T.'B. College (then known as the Sarvajanik
Co]lege ) was declared open by Sir C. H. Setalvad, Vice-Chancellor of
Bombay University. The President of the Sarvajanik Education Society,
Rao Bahadur K. G. Desai delivered the welcome speech. The speech being

a historical document, is reproduced here in full.)

Thls is the first opportunity the
educated Community of this histori-
cal City have had fori a ‘long time
of welcoming' you 'in' their midst
since tlie growth here of independent
attempts on the part of the people to
impart = education to the younger
generation. In welcoming you in
their midst the educated community
whereof ' the  Sarvajanik Education
Society can fairly claim to: be a
representative offer a. most cordial
welcomeé ‘to an  illustrious . son . of
Gujarat whose family hails - from
Surat, an eminent educationist, and
the first Gujarati Vice-Chancellor of
the University of Bombay. The
Sﬁr&ajanik Education Society consi-
ders this visit of yours fo open their
pew Arts College undertaken at the
expensé of your valuable :.ime,
occupied as it is with your manifold

professional official and publlc duties,
as a great obligation on them, and
I beg to give expression to their
feelings of sincere gratitude therefor.
The performance of thls ceremony
moreover, of making the formal
declaration that the College will be
open from tomorrow to under-
graduates desirous of ~ pursuing
the Arts course of the Bombay
University is not at all a solitary
instance of your warm sympathies
and active assistance in ' the
work of the¢ sociery in particular,
and the development of private
educational institutions in general
in Gujarat. You, sir, as early as
October 1916, as President of the
first Educational ' Conference ' in
Ahmedabad, welcomed the movement
to ‘establish ,this 'College, when" it
had not gone beyond the - stdge ‘of




deliberation, Ever since the movement
assumed the concrete shape of the

necessary application for its affiliation
to the University, you have taken

an active and personal interest in
the work. Whenever we approached

you for guidance and advice in the

several steps leading to the final
affiliation orders of the Government,
we always found 'you ready and
willing to help us to the utmost of
your power. We were always received
with an encouraging spirit and we
were never made to feel the impor-
tance of the sacrifice of time and
the trouble we were asking you to
undergo. Your support as an ordinary
member of the Syndicate did not flag
in_the slrghtest degree, with your
elevatlon to the Vice—Chancellorship.
We were rejoiced at the news that
H. E. the Chancellor had been good
enough to accept the invitation given
by you to him on our behalf to
pertorm this function. It is very
regrettable that other  pressing
engagements have prevented H. E.
from gracing this occasion ‘with his
presence and deprived us of the
opportumty of showmg him what
progress we have been able to make
since. the extensmn of his patronage
to us. in February 1915, We have
howevcr one very great consolatlon
in the fact lhat we have been fdv0u
urcd by Prowdenee w1th an equally
rare, chance. of (EXpIessing to  you,
$il, our, ﬁPPremauon and our thanks
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for your kind support on all ocea-
sions and in all directions in oyp
attempts to render this College a
fait accompli.

Allow me, sir, also to offer to
you our sincere congratulations op
your elevation to the Vice-Chance
Nlorship of the Bombay University, Ag
inhabitants of Surat and as Gujaratis
we naturally feel great pride in your
being the first Gujarati Hindu to be
honoured with this distinguished an
important post. We might be excusei
if we feel a natural elation at the

Beginnings of private attermpts {0
educate the young of this city thougb
later than in the Deccan were made
at an early date in comparison  with
other parts of Gujarat. You, Sir, aré
probably not aware that the seed ‘of
this Society and this - College was
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sown so far back as the  year 1888
in the form of a private English
School teaching upto'the 5th English
Standard by four young and enterpris-
ing undergraduates just fresh from
College.Their ardent and single-minded
zeal soon overcame all difficulties and
the institution developed into a full
High School within about five years
from its starting work. One out of the
four founders retired from the manage-
ment of the institution within six
months. Out of the three who stuck
to their duties in the face of all the
initial difficulties they had to encounter
in making the institution grow,
Mr. Athavala a very capable and
energetic worker soon became unable
to devote to the work the time and
required on
account of failing health = and
eventually succumbed. Two years
after one of the remaining two retired.
Since then the whole brunt of the
work fell on Mr. Shah, the present
Manager of the school and, for nearly
18 years Mr. Shah alone discharged
the duties both of the Proprietor and
the Head Master of the school. In
order particularly to ensure the perma-
nence of the High School when it
had become established as an impor-
tant and useful institution in Surat,
and gencrally to raise up similar

educational institutions in the Surat
District, so that education might
become " less expensive and more

easily accessible to the rising genera-

tion,

this' ~ Society ~ ‘was  started
in 1912 ;

Ever since the formation of the
Society, it has been the one great
desire of the founders to have an
Arts College of their own in Surat.
The High School had however, to be
placed on a sound and stable footing
before any new venture was taken on
hand and the Society had necessarily
to wait. In November 1915 however
the idea of starting a College in
Surat received a fresh impetus from
Prof. K. G, Naik, M. A. B. Sc, a
native of Katargam and then
Professor of Science at the Berhampur
College in Bengal. He approached

-the Society with.a scheme ‘of his own

for an Arts College in ‘Surat -and
requested the Society. to lend its name
to the Scheme for' the 'purposé of
collecting funds therefor. The Scheme
was placed before the Managing
Committee on 15th November 1915,
and having in mind the difficulties
and hardships undergraduates 'have
been subjected to in pursuing the
Arts course by the refusal of the
existing Arts Colleges to admit them
on the ground of want of accommo-
dation, the Committee decided to
give therequired support to the Scheme
and to advance it as far as possible.
It was accordingly resolved that funds
should be collected for a . Second
Grade Arts College at Surat, under
the auspices' of - the Society-and




‘Professor Naik was authorised to

organise a Committee and start
: collecting funds.
" In December 1915, an_ informal

meetmg of some of the members of
the Sarvajanik Education Society and
_other gentlemen interested in starting
a Co]lege at Surat was held and it
‘was resolved thereat that the Exccu-
tive Committee of the Society should
‘be authorised to revise the Scheme
put forward by Professor Naik in
consultation with Rao Bahadur K. P.
Trivedi, Mr. Chhaganlal Thakordas
Mody and other gentlemen, as the
committee should think necessary
or expedient.

On Ist February 1916 the Execu-
tive Committee resolved to request
Rao Babadur K. P. Trivedi and Mr.
Chhaganlal T. Mody to prepare a
scheme and an appeal to the public
for funds on;the basis thereof.

. The appeal and the scheme thus
prepared by these two gentlemen
were approved at the next meeting
of the Executive Committee and
published. It was also resolved to
invite gentlemen at Surat and other
pla!cesvto form collection committees
at Surat and elsewhere to collect
funds for the purpose.

Serious efforts were then made
for ithe collection of funds in Aprii

The Managing Committee was
empowered to take the necessary
steps to reorganise the work of
collecting subscriptions on this new
basis and to make suitable alterations
in the public appeal for funds,

This resolution of the Managing
confirmed at the
annual general meesting of the Society
on 4th June 1916.

Some important alterations were
also made in the original scheme.
Prof. Naik’s scheme was based on the
principle of a stipendiary staff. But
as the Society is started on the basis
of conducting its’ institutions Dby
employment of volunteers as in the
Deccan Education Society of Poona
the committee had to further revise
the scheme, the scale of pay and the
estimates of expenditure among other
things.

The revised scheme was placed
before the public and continued efforts
were made for funds till December
1916, Great euthusiasm was found
to exist in Surat in connection with
this movement, the people being
very keen on having a College in
the City. All classes of people rich
and poor warmly welcomed and
sympathised with ths movement and
willingly subscribed to the Fund and
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the work of collecting funds pro-
gressed rapidly. A meeting of Surat
people residing in Bombay and out-
side sympathisers was also convened
and held in Bombay under the pre
sidency of Khan Bahadur Jamshedji
A. Dalal m.a.L.8.  in  September
1916 for the purpose of taking steps
to raise funds in Bombay. The mee-
ting accorded its approval and sym-
pathy to the movement and started
a subscription list in Bombay to aid
and supplement the funds that were
being raised in Surat and a small
working committec with Messrs. Naran-
das Rajaram & Co., as treasurers
was appointed,

About a lac and a half were
subscribed upto the beginning of
January 1917 and with a view to
enable the College to start work in
June 1917 a small sub-committee was
appointed for the purpose of arran-
ging preliminaries and submitting the
necessary application for affiliation
to the University. It was decided to
advertise for professorships and to
erect two additional wings to the
Old High School Building and a
Laboratory for the use of the‘Collegé
at once. Professors were selected and
the application to the University was
prepared in consultation and. with
the approval of eminent educationists
in Bombay and submitted to the
University in February 1917. On the

the end of December 1917, about
Rs. 2,75,0C0 had been promised. In
the Revised Estimates it was calcu-
lated that about three lacs would be
required to start the College. But in
view of the prices of land and build-
ing materials having gone up enor-
mously it was found that this amount
would not be sufficient for the efficient
conduct of the college and that some-
where between 3} and 4 lacs of Rupees
would be required., Our efforts for
further funds are still continued and
I am glad to say that we have had
on the whole a liberal response from
the public and upto now Rs. 3,50,687
have been subscribed to the fund out
of which Rs. 2,05,544 have been
recovered till 10 June. Among the
principal contributions the following
may be mentioned .—

His Highness Sir Sayajirao Gaek-
war of Baroda and Messrs Narandas
Rajaram & Co, have contributed Rs.
30,000 each to endow a Professorial

The Selection of Professors was a
matter which has caused no small
anxiety and trouble. The main object
of the Society is to spread education
by making it less expensive and more
easily accessible and in order to carry
it out, the  Society must employ
volunteer teachers for their institutions
as far as possible. It was therefore
necessary to bring together to the
Professorial Staff of the College young
and  brilliant  graduates - of the
University willing to, devote:' their
lives to the cause of education in a
spirit of self-sacrifice, and on limited
remuneration. The terms offered by
us were however in view of the mode
of living in Gujerat more liberal
than those of the Deccan Education
Society and in spite of this, an
objection is taken that the remuneras
tion fixed by us. was not lucrative
enough to attract the best men. Until
now when we are on the eve of
starting work, we, never heard that
the terms offered by .us . were not
adequate. We have moreover, endea-
voured to select the best staff available,
and our selection  has, met with the
approval of the University which. is a




sine qua non of afflliation. Applications
for vclunteers were invited by adverti-
sements in the Press and the
Committee appointed to select the
staff took up those of the applicants
who were found to be the most
capable and efflcient among them,
after interviewing each of them
personally, and making all further
necessary inquiries It is also said
that we had no expert educationists
on the selection committe. If outside
expert educationists were not on the
Committee, I submit with all due
deference, that no blame attaches to
the Society, the aflairs whereof are
to be managed on certain well
recognized principles and necessarily
by its members and in accordance
with its rules. The Society is besides,
a public body admission to the
membership whercof is open on
payment of a small sum of Rs. 100.

Any judgment against the Society’s
work now is, at best, too premature.
The system and its working must
patiently be given a fair trial. The
present staff is only taken up on
probation and if eventually it is found
necessary changes can be made in it.
We earnestly hope that at the time
of finally settling the staff a year or
two lience we shall be able to avail
ourselves of the knowledge and
experience of expert educationists who
may have hitherto refrained from
joining the Society -

“Accountability of Higher Education
ik e k.C Vaidya |
1. What is the Problem ? MH

1.1. A society = develops the
educational system it needs. This
seems to be the natural way of
evolution of an educational system.
Whatever be the nature of the society
( underdeveloped, developing or
developed ) one can always determine
the minimal need of the society lead-
ing to, what we call in our set-up,
elementary or primary education
compulsory for all children of a
definite age-group. One can also
visualise an optimal need leading to
what we have termed secondary edu-
cation and special needs of the society
get reflected in higher education. This
appears to me to be the natural way
of defining and distinguishing between
primary, secondary and higher edu-
cation. In the following I shall try
to draw some conclusions based on
the above definitions.

1.2. In the developed countries
of the west the educational system
has evolved more or less in conso-
nance with the needs of the society.
As the society developed, its special
cultural, economic and scientific needs
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increased and to meet these ne Dﬁw
a matching development of hig
education was called for. This prog
continued over the years leading
an overall balance between the ne
of the society and the output &
higher education. As a matter
fact in this natural process a sociall
in-built mechanism develops wher .
higher education adjusts itself to tHein o
nees of the society and 'vice versaitil
In such a situation (which prev
to a large extent in developed cou
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cannot wait for the operation of
slow process of nature. As a ma
of fact specific efforts are made
terms of 5-year plans, for example
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to accelerate the economic develop-
ment of the society. Similarly specific
efforts are made to accelerate the
development of higher = education.
Since both the processes of accelerated
development are artificially simulated,
the socially in-built mechanism present
in natural evolution is absent and
no conscious countrywide effort seems
to have been made to evolve such a
balancing mechanism. The result is
that the society develops at one rate
and the higher education seems to
be developing at a different rate in
a different direction. Hence this pro-
blem of accountability in higher
education

1.4 Coming to the specific condi-
tions prevailing in our country, there
is an additional factor which adds
to the above effect. The entire system
of formal education was imposed on
the society from above with a purpose
which had, of course, nothing to do
with its accountability to the society.
Though, over the years efforts have
been made to effect changes and adjust
ments in the externally imposed
educational structure to the needs of
a reawakened nation, in case of
higher education these changes have
not been very marked and develop-
ment of higher education essentially
means increase
institutions of higher learning all
fitting into the pattern superimposed
on the society long back! This

in the number of

circumstance makes the problem of
accountability all the more acute.

2. How to solve it.

2.1. The superimposed pattern of:
higher learning is . essentially the
pattern of affiliating = universities,
Teaching is done in colleges and the
students get degrees from universities.
With proleferation of colleges,  the
effective control of the university
through the process of affiliating has
almost vanished ! Since the students
ultimately get the
from the university the society holds
the university responsible for the
standards whereas the actual teaching
is done in the colleges. Thus each
college does not feel itself accoun-
table for the education it imparts.
As a sense of accountability would
lead to continuous effort to improve
the working of an institution this
lack of sense of accountability has
contributed to a large extent to the
noticeable fall in standards of colleges
these days.

A way out would be to ecreate' a
situation in which a student will be
placed before the society as the end
product, not only of a particular
uniyersity but mainly as a student
of 'a particular college. This would
ultimately imply autonomy for col-
leges. A way to make colleges accoun-
table to society would therefore lie
in evolving an affiliating university

stamp ( degree) .




as a federation of autonomous
colleges.

2.2. But mere confirmation of
autonomy would not be of much
help, because one can always argue
our universities ars supposed to be
autonomous and yet the problem of
accountability is very much there!
As a matter of fact a direct appli-
cation of our earlier analysis would
imply that the solution would lie in
the autonomous university or the
autonomous college giving som:
thought to matching of the education
imparted to some specific special
needs of the society,

One peculiar feature of the
superimposed pattern of higher edu-
cation that we have inherited is its
intense conservatism. In our country
educational innovations have been
tried out (successfully or unsuccess-
fully ) to a large extent in the field
of primary education, to some extent
in the field of secondary education,
but to a negligible extent in higher
education. We may have 120 or morc
universities in the country but most
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of them can be described as repe
tive model of the 3 universities
imposed on the society from aboye
about 125 years ago! 5

In order to induce a sense of
accountability in  higher education,
it is necessary that our autonomy jg
used to evolve educational innova.
tions based on special needs of t
society. An atmosphere of creativity
in the field of higher education
should be generated. The teachers
and educationists of the universit
and colleges should, for a while, st
out of their ivory-tower institutio
of higher learning and look up
higher education as a part of soci
work, as a branch of social science,

Since most ‘higher education’
being imparted in colleges, the aut
nomy to colleges with this sense
reorientation of goals and prioriti
of higher education in terms
fulfilling special needs of the socie
would be one way of providing
solution to the problem of accou
tability.
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In Retrospect

A good educational institution aims at developing the all-round
personality of the young men and women who come under its portals to
receive training. Mere class-room activities are neither sufficient nor desirable
for the fulfilment of this higher educational objectives.

There are scores of extra-mural and co-curricular activities that are
pursued simultaneously with class-room teaching in a good institution,

One important feature of the co-curricular activities the encourage-
ment of creative and critical self-expression among students. The college
magazine is an important instrument through which students as well as
teachers seek to give expression to their scholarly instinct

In our situalion a teacher’s
audience is an assortment of talents. He cannot therefore decide whether to
stoop to the level of the lowest talent or cater to the needs of the most talented
ones ? The best couse is the golden middle. The subject is interesting and
will provide food for thought, )

~About a month ago there was a controversy in the papers about
College Lectures. 1Tt was pointed out on the one hand that College lectures
are far too elementary, that precious time was wasted in enlightening
students in the meaning of words and phrases and explanations of passages.
That indeed makes for a tremendous frittering away of energy which is
suicidal. - Tt was also shown on the other hand that Professors, after all,
have to prepare students for examinations. They have to be very practical,
keep every moment the aim in view. It was also indicated how Professors
have to adopt, almost stoop to certain tactics in the form of anecdote and
other spicery, in order to make their lecture interesting. The whole problem
is a complicated one. Frankly speaking, higher education in this country
could hardly be distinguished to-day from lecturing to the masses. The
teachers and pupils in the primary schools, the teachers and pupils in the
secondary schools, the studens and those who teach them in the Colleges
form parts of a portentous intellectual machinery. There is no denying the
fact that there has been of. late a great deterioration in standards. One
wonders whether the primary school teacher ever could impart loving,
patient, judicious instruction to the tender growing minds under his charge
for the miserable pittance that he gets for his labour, One wonders whether
the fresh graduate turned out by the University these days could ever under-
stany the beauty, the gravity, the resposiblity of the teaching work that he
undertakes in the English schools, whether he is genuinely interested in the
profession at all. Onewonders then whether the students in the colleges could
ever reconcile in their learning the interests, which need never conflict with
each other, of the examination on the one hand‘and knowledge on the other,
whether they could ever undertake that intellectual labour, with joy and
understaning, intelligenee, devotion and discrimination, that is necessary in
the case of genuine seckers after knowledge. One wonders whether the average
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teacher in a college could give dust when dust is wanted by his audience,
and give stars when stars are wanted by them though that does not happen
frequently. Here is an audience which is fast losing its faith even in
examinations. The audience has simply drifted into these lecturehalls because
they think there is nothing else for them to do. The political situation,
the economic situation, the want of solid backbone among the people,
instruction superficially given and superficially received, hopes raised and
frustrated are all responsible for / this situation. We are in a pretty
educational mess. '

(In a total educational environment, physical education must receive
due attention. The young boys and girls in whose education the society
invests its money are the nation’s assets. Their health cannot therefore 'be
neglected. In the editorial notes published in the Oct. 1936 issue of the college
magazine we come across an interesting statistical review of the medical check=
up of undergradutes. We reproduce those observationsonly to highlight how

our predecessors lay great stress on the phisycal well-being of our youth.)

The teport of the medical examination of the different colleges of the
University of Bombay for the year 1935-36 makes mterestmg reading :
It says:

“ The standard of classification adopted this year has been the same
as last year’s. The students have been divided into classes A, B and C.
The C class students are supposed to be no good for physical training and
improvement, owing to some organic disease, 1) incurable or curable by
medicine, or (2) curable only by a surgical operation. The percentage of
students in the different categories in the whole University was-as follows:

A class 49:6 percent
B class 48:6 percent
C class 1.8 percent

The Gujarat gfoup shows véry poor physique. The students are either
too fat or too lean. It may be due to taking too much of fatty foods
and no exercises or due to eating too many vegetable salads having no food
value as regards building of muscular tissue. In addition, they seem to
have no desire to improve their physique which needs regular physical
exercises and sports. ”

* That is sufficiently damning. Students of Gujarat should lay this to

heart. The report always speaks of the poor physical build of the lady
students in the mofussil colleges and suggests that some physical drill and
free breathing exercises for at least a quarter of an hour per day should
be made compulsory for them, There are also certain pertinent remarks
about the eye-sight of students. The report says :-—* The students needing
correction of eye-sight were nearly 16 per cent of the students examined.
" These defects must be throwing a great strain on the eyes of these
students at the time of their studies. Unfortunately they ‘are not aware
of the advantages of corrected vision because they have never read with
correct glasses on. Sometimes one eye is doing the work of both eyes
and the student never knows he is using only one eye.”” The twernty-three
colleges where students were examined medically have been classified in
order of their A class students, Karnatak college stands at the head of
the list. The M. T. B College, Surat and the D. K. National college,
Hyderabad bring up the rear. Surat is twenty-second among the twenty three.
There are some more details from the report about the Surat college :i—

But in the thirties no university cculd ever
think of replacing English as the medium of instruction. The only experiment
in this field was launched by Mahatma Gandhi at the Gujarat Vidyapeeth

However, a growing conciousness for the development of the native
languages was more and more in evidence, thanks to the impact of Gandhian
movement,

In the academic circles also, one used to hear the argumrnt in favour of

the regional languages,

Ine following lines, extracted from the editorial notes of November 1937
number of the magazine, this vital linguistic issue was discussed. )

Editorial Notes.

We have been almost trained to look down upon our mother tongue.
That is now happily changing, A new power, a new type of eloquence is
coming into it. We nearly failed to realize what should happen if a
people do not respect their own language. We know what has been happening,
In our meetings, tea — parties, discussions, in our hostel-life,
college-life, in our courts and market places what language we have been
using ! it is hybrid, poor, does not express what it means to. It is not
English, it is not Gujarati. It has a grammar and a syntax of its own,
Gujarati terminations are tagged on to English words which become
masculine or feminine according to Gujarati notions. Few University men
can speak their own mother tongue for half an hour at a stretch. It is a
tragedy. Can a people retain its soul and neglect its language ! For these
reasons, however, it is necessary to speak in one’s own tongue before
audiences and to be a purist in its use. '
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(Education in this country ~seems to have been the most unstable
subject. Time and again there have 'been debates” on  educational . reform,
commission after ' commission | have suggested changes in ' the existing
system and yet we do not ' seém to, have arrived ‘anywhere.. New ideas
have been put on anvil, yet more novel:ideas ' are bandied about and ' often
some old ideas are also brought back -rito currency,  Paradozically, however,
nothing seems to have changed very significantly.

As President of the All India Educational Conference held at Bombay
on 28-12 1938, Late Prin. N. M, Shah expressed ideas of which many are
still relevant,

We reproduce extracts from his Presidential address, )

( Presidential address delivered before the University Section of the
All India Educational Conference by Principal N. M. Shah,
on 28-12-1938, at Bombay )

...It is the very essence of education - Primary, Secondary or Higher -
that no scheme can ever hope to be perfect or the last word for all people
or for all times. With the change of environments, circumstances, conditions
of life and times schemes of education must change by evolation in
successive ¢tages to cater. more and more fully to the needs of the
community at large, To my mind, therefore, it is a very healthy sign that
today in India we find a large number of persons expressing fully and
freely their views on the nature and type of Uaiversity Education required
for the well-being and progress of the country as a whole.

University education of today has been attacked from varions quarters
and for various reasons. That it has its defects, everyone is prepared to
agree but I am not sure that some of the remedics suggested will not be

worse than the disease.

That India has lagged behind other countries in the sphere of higher
education is mainly due to the fact that our Universities were all creatures
of the State and amenable to considerable control of the State, State officials
and State nominees, who were experts in red tape, but who, barring a few

| exceptions, lacked academic imagination and jnsight. Even today, at least
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in the older universities, the same state of affairs prevails, and the executive
heads of universities are often imported from outside not on the merits of
their educational experience but on political and sometimes even communal
grounds. An Ashutosh Mukherjee here and there is a rare exception, No
wonder then that our universities are not showing that freshness ' of out.
look, elasticity and adaptability to the changing times, which we expect
them to do. It is a matter of great satisfaction and pride to us all that
inspite of all these handicaps, our Universities have produced so many
men of international repute of whom any country can well be proud.

......That the present system of university education requires conside-

| rable overhauling will be admitted by many. The function of a university

in the world of today cannot be considered apart from the function of
education as a whole. It is no longer sufficient for the universities to
provide society with men who are required in civil service, in schools and
colleges, or in professions or in industries. University education must pro-
vide the background against which constructive virile citizenship is possible.
It must provide the necessary mental stimulus and corrective to those habits
of mind which carried over from the old order are obstacles to the develop-
ment of the new. Under the changed political circumstances of today the
University should aim at training men competent to think about the great
issues of right and wrong, exercising critical intelligence and alive to the
human issues underlying the decisions they take. The University should
also come in closer contact with the life of the community and help it to
tackle social problems and check the ever-increasing tendency in which
appeals to mass hysteria appear more successful than appeals to reason.

.............. the State must find money for fairly liberal grants to
Universities to enable them to discharge their duties properly. Universities
which cater for vast areas and have grown unwieldy in numbers must be
decentralised by creating more Universities of affiliating type.

Our universities have tried for
years the English pattern of voluntary physical training which is some-

. times reduced to a farce, but for the more vigorous compulsory military

training at least for the first two years of the college course. If the Uni-
versity Acts do not permlt this to be done, these Acts must be scrapped
and replaced by better ones. Only then can we hope the Uni-
versities to send forth virile citizens of tomorrow.

Similarly, the time is past when the universities could afford to sit
with folded hands and be impervious to the needs of the country at large
while mass-education up to some stage must be provided for by the State,

whipped up into a kind of enthusiasm by handsome grants of money JEm
being made by colleges and by the University. In the Gujarat University |
area alone, nearly a lac of rupees are being spent every year by the colleges |
and the University over these sports and athletic meets. The idea is to

infuse in them a genuine feeling for sports and games, for body-building
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tions are badly managed. There is no sense of time. A programme of two
or three hours often take five hours and there is frustration and disappoint-
ment among sensitive spectators. We had once a very good experience of
a labour camp and some of our boys did good work in clearing and deep-
ening one of the canals of the Tapti irrigation scheme. But there too it

was a small group of students who took part. The majority remained
unconcerned.

All these activities come off very frequently throughout the first term
and also during the major part of the second term. The minds of students
remain distracted and they get no satisfactory return. It brings about a
kind of vexation, frustration and waste, while the main business of studies
remains neglected. We seem to be lacking in a sense of proportion.
Either we do not do a thing at all or do it in excess. The extra-curricular
activities have an important place in college studies. They should, however,
be supplementary to the main business of study. In this case, however,
the maid-servant is ousting the mistress from her home.

( The question of upgrading secondary school courses has been agitating
our minds today. About two decades ago a similar issue had caused
similar agitation in the minds of all concerned that feeling, The Editorial
Comments from January, 1959 number echo that feeling and will interest
many who are concerned about the present state of affajrs. )

Let us try to understand what the Government means by upgrading
the secondary schools. Most of our present First Year Arts and Science
courses have to be provided for in the final year of the secondary schools.
If our highschools are not able to prepare students satisfactorily in their
present limited course, one could very well question how they are going
to cope with this added responsibility. Indeed their equipment would
have to be liberally added to, and their staff also would have to be
supplemented by taking up better qualified teachers. That is, however, not
the whole story. The Government has also an idea of completing all this
increased teaching work in the present 11 years’ teaching limit. It is
argued that the Indian student should have in all about 14 years’ study
before he is admitted to a degree, as in western countries, so that by the
time he is about 20 years old, he crosses the threshold and earns his own
livelihood. Much more so, it is argued, should be the case when the
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Indian national’s ‘average span of life is shorter than that in the
western countries.

This raises. a few ticklish issues. One of them is as to whether it
will be wise to burden the Indian student with a heavy quantum of
information by the time he finishes his 11 years’ studentship, a quantum
which has been made heavier than before by increased knowledge in every
field of study. Further, if the present burden of study is felt to be very
heavy by the average Indian student, will the upgraded courses not make it
for him far too heavy ¢...How the Government hopes to achieve these high
aims in 11 years, when the students are not able to fulfil lower objectives
at the present day, is something which is difficult to understand. In addi-
tion to this there is now a desire to equip the student with more general
knowlege. It is correctly argued that a student of Science or Medicine or
Technology is weak in Literature or History or Social Sciences, and wice
versa. The student’s vision becomes narrow and dwarfed and, therefore,
there is a desire to produce an all-round individual. This will further add
to the student’s burden and many people are questioning the wisdom of
ramming into the brain of the student within a limited number of years
the materials which he cannot normally assimilate. -

There is only one remedy for all our ed ucational ills and that is some
system of giving individual attention to the student from day to day and
from month to month.

( The South Gujarat University is now over ten years old, It is a
historical fact that the Sarvajanik Education Society played a key role in
getting the government open a university for our region,

It will be interesting to sece from the following extract ( January 1959 )
that there was a section of academicians who were not much in favour of the
idea. Considering the enormous egpenses that such a proposition involves,
these views were not quite without justification, Now at long last, the national
planners of education seem to have realized that merely opening more colleges
and universites  does not always guarantee improvement of the quality of
education.)

Some people in South Gujarat are at present agitated about the need

of a university in their area from Broach southwards upto Daman. It is
an interesting question to try to find out when a particular /city or region
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is ripe for a university of its own. Poona had beén demanding a Univer-
sity since 1900 and most people felt that it was ripe for a University.

ctually, Poona got a university of the affiliating type In 1949. Since then
we have been moving more speedily; we now make our decisions more
bravely and plunge into a new activity without looking before and after.
As Universities are growing up like mushrooms elsewhere in the country,
the people of South Gujarat feel abashed and discomfited and
they pine for a University. This is natural. Shri C. D. Deshmukh said a
little while ago at Baroda that, instead of forty Universities in owur
country, we should have two hundred, though he also added, Ilet it be
remembered, that a beginning for a university could be made only if we
had about Rs. 50 lacs or a crore to start with. A little while: ago he
said at Madurai in South India that Madurai should also havea University
of its own. Naturally the people of South Gujarat feel neglected in such
a set-up of things.

We are told that if we had a University of our own we could look
after certain requirements in education more closely and efficiently. One
would have also to consider that if Southern Gujarat is a region, whether
the Tapti area in it is also not a region, whether the Poorna area in it is
also not another region, whether the Auranga area is also not a separate
region; and the Dangs certainly should be considered a special region
with its own cultural and linguistic requirements, We seem to be talking
with our tongue in our cheek when we speak about these limited cultural
requirements

Do we want some special industries of our region to be looked after ?
Cannot one Commerce College or the Economics Departments of the so
many Arts colleges at present in the area look after these industrial
requirements - if they have the will and the ability ? If we have a coast-
line with its old history of navigation, can we not think of starting a
school of navigation at some suitable place in our area - if we have the
ability and the resources ! During the last few years Surat has been trying
to have a medical college, but we have not succeeded. We have not
yet a full-fledged Engineering College, but if we had sufficient
money and personnel we could start even an - Engineering
college or do we people in South Gujarat feel that our requirements are
neglected or subordinated to the requirements in Ahmedabad today, which
happens to be the head-quarters of the Gujarat University ? There are
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certain facilities which the seat of a University will naturally and necessarily
secure. Delhi is the capital of India and, therefore, people in Delhi and
roundabout have certain advantages. That is why sometimes it is argued
that Hydrebad in the Deccan should be made a second capital of the
country in order to placate the South But how far can this line of
argument be adopted ? We cannot make every big city a capital of India.

The fundamental question is whether we have financial resources,
whether we have men and whether we have a ripe background for a Univer-
sity. It is true that at its proper time, Southern Gujarat must have and
will havea University. Whether it should have a university here and now
is the issue. It may be, if we have a University we might get some grants
from the the University Grants Commission. Before that, we would have
to get a charter from the State Government. Will they be inclined to give
this Charter ? How many Universities are there already in Gujarat ! How
many elsewhere in the Bombay State ? The State Government would have
to carefully look into all these matters, We.may propose, but they will
dispose. Actually, our financial situation is so difficult and our need of
personnel so acute that we have individuals today occupying very high
places for which they are not fitted. That is so in the colleges. That is
so in the University. The people of Southern Gujarat, therefore,

would have to look into these aspects of the question and then come to a

decision. Do we want a university as a regional decoration or as a personal
decoration, or because our hunger for higher knowledge is so keen that
we cannot satisfy it except by a University in our midst ¢ In any case the
way seems to be full of difficulties. Provided these difficulties are sur-
mounted, which one among us should be so poor in spirit that he would
not entertain a feeling of pride if there is a University in Southern
