Supreme Court decisions have upbeld
the spirit of this order.

Legally this project has to be abandoned: the

proponent along with its consultants are guilty of presenting
two fraudulent Environment Impact Assessments (LL\s) one

by Ernst and Young, and thereafter by Tata Energy Research

Institute (ICRI) Environment Support Gioup and Pausara

Samrakshana Kendra exposed both during 2000. and as

per the EIA Notification, this is definitely a case fit for

rejection. Based on this expose, the DC of Utara Kannada

district has recommended that the project not be allowed.

The District Forest Officer his also found that the claims of

MPCL that there are no forests in the submergence area are

false, for this area constitutes an assemblage of moist

deciduous and evergreen forests, supporting a range of

wildlife mcludig the occasional tiger Yet hare» vers high

Pressure to this dam.

In addition to being indiscriminately dammed,

the Kali River is being polluted by the Dandeli Paper Mills,

which throws out large volumes of untreated effluents into

the river. For the communities that depend on this river,

adverse impact of the accumulated pollutants has been

tremendous. Losses in agriculture, dairy farming and

fisheries are a common tale here, and cattle deaths are

regularly reported. Farmers in direct contact with the water

suffer from a variety of skin diseases caused due to pollution
of the river. Very little is known of the impact on wildlife.

The concerned regulatory agency. the Karnataka Pollution

Control Board has done very little to contain the damage,

thereby allowing the mills a free run on its polluting spree.

Only recently, due to pressure from local communities under

the banner of Kali Bachao Andolan, has there been some

response; with the local Assistant Commissioner initiating
criminal proceedings against the company. The demand is

not a closure of the Dandeli Paper Mills. Rather, it is to get
the mill to Clean up its operations for the benefit of all

including the employees of the mull

The people of the region, in order to end this

misery, are working to build awareness on the threats to

the Kali River and save it. Parisara
Samrakshana Kendra (PSK), along with

several local community organizations
and tubal villages has formed the

Kali Bachao Andolan (KBA).
Panduranga Hegde leading the

KBA, and several others conducted

a Padayatra (an awareness-

building and protest walk along
the entire course of the river) in

February this vear. Sunderlal

Kali might be lesser known river than the famous Cauvery and Krishna rivers but its
contributions to the sustenance of Western Ghats Is enormous. Flowing quietly through Its 184
kilometers stretch, it helps generate 1500 MW of power before it drains in the Arabian Sea at the
picturesque port town of Karwar. No other river as short as Kall would have contributed as much.

Originating In Kushavali, on the border of Karnataka and Goa, the river meanders through the
lives of some 4 crore people of Karnataka. It is home to six hydel projects and the Kaiga Nuclear

'Power Project. It not only lights up the
homes;

of millions of people perched on remote hills but

supports livehoods of tens of thousahis of seople including fishermen qn the coast of Karwar.

Dear Sir or Madam,

The 184 kms. long Kali River in the Uttara Kannada district of the Western Ghats region in
Karnataka, already has 6 major Hydroelectric dams. In addition, the river supports the only nuclear
pliant in a forest in the world - the controversial Kaiga Nuclear Power Station. Over 1200 MW of
power is already generated from these dams, and an additional 440 MW from Kaiga. There is now a
serious attempt to build a 7th dam on the Kali River, near Dandeli, by Murdeshwar Power
Corporation Limited (MPCL).

With only about 17 MW of electricity being consumed in the Uttara Kannada district, it is clear that
there is very little benefit that the people of the Kali Valley have gained from so much "development".
The MPCL dam will submerge over 210 ha and 8 kms of the last remaining stretch of Kali that
remains undisturbed, and this when there is little that is being done to contain very serious pollution
of the river by West Coast Paper Mills at Dandeli.

The Government of Karnataka has invésted enormous administrative and political time on issues
relating to Kaveri and Krishna. Little or no attention has been paid to protecting the ecology and
people of Kali, however. Local communities are tired of the dam building, the promises of
"development", and the high pitch on how more electricity generated equals "development". They
want none of this.

During February this year, Sunderlal Bahuguna launched KALI BACHAO ANDOLAN. Pandurang
Hegde lead a Padayatra for three weeks with various supporters along the length of the Kali. There
has been overwhelming support to this effort. Yet no effective response from the Government to
stop further dams, pollution and sand mining; three major threats to the river.

Tribals from the Kali Valley and representatives from various organisations have now decided to
bring their protest to Bangalore, so their voices are heard, and true commitment is demonstrated by
the Government to protect this ecologically sensitive and culturally diverse region. A protest will be
held at Mahatma Gandhi Statue at 10 am on 5th June, World Environment Day, by KBA and a
memorandum submitted to the Chief Minister. We will be grateful if you will cover this event.

In order to substantially address the various issues about the Kali with the media, we have organized
a Press Conference. Affected tribal community representatives and convernors of KBA will address
the Press Conference. The details of the conference are as follows:

Solution: The only long-term solution is to provide drinking water from the upstream of
Kaii river (before the Paper Miil affluent is left into the river). There is existing pipeline
from the upstream to Haliyal town. Now there is a proposal to upgrade this scheme at the
cost of Rs. 3 Crores. an extend
it is possible to provide pipeline (from the Haliya! pipeline) for these villages¢
Kariampally, Mainal, Kerwad and Dandeliappa). These villages are on the left bank of
Kali. For Harnoda and Saksali, the village situated on the Right Bank ofKali, a separate
pipeline from Kali (Up stream) will have to be laid to provide drinking water.
We request you to take urgent action on this and heip the villagers to supply drinking
water.

GOVERNMENT'S DOUBLESPEAK EXPOSED AS
THE KALI RIVER REFUSES TO DIE!

On one extreme the Government of India has made an endeavour to link the major rivers

of the country under an ambitious Rs 5,60,000 crores inter-linking of rivers programme,

but on the other it has not been able to save the 184 km long, perhaps one of the shortest

but strategically important river in the country, from virtual extinction.

At the core of the raging controversy is the proposed Rs 200 crores Dandeli Mini-Hydel

Project being executed by the private company the Murdeshwar Power Corporation

Limited. Once completed, this project will be the SEVENTH dam on this short river, ie.,

one dam on every 26 km stretch of the river, and will submerge 210 hectares ofpristine
forests in the Western Ghats in the Karnataka.

SAVE THE KALI CAMPAIGN, led by noted environmentalist PANDURANG
HEGDE of Appiko fame, has drawn Karnataka Government's attention to this ecological

folly during the past one year. Padyatra's along the river, rallies in Bangalore and media

campaign have all been part of the Save the Kali campaign, Says Hegde,

It is perhaps

our last chance to save the river Kali."

Pandurang Hegde presents hard facts to prove that indeed the government is on the wrong

footing. 'The Government's decision to have the 711 dam at Dandeli is in gross violation

of a 1987 order by the government that had categorically stated that there will be no

further projects for diversion of forest land in the Kali Valley," asserts Hegde. The

fraudulent Environment Impact Assessment (EIA) report on the project by M/s Ernst &

Young was rejected following the exposure by the Parisara Samrakshana Kendra, a group

headed by Pandurang Hegde. To set the facts right, the government appointed The Tata

Energy Research Institute to conduct another EIA on the project. Pandurang Hegde

alleges, ''It is no different either. It is old wine in the new bottle."

The government's insistence with the proposed dam will enhance the current installed

capacity of over 1600 MW by just another 18 MW. Further, this joint venture between



the Karnataka Power Corporation (KPC) and a private player the Murdeshwar Power

Corporation, will produce power at an incredible high cost ofRs 11 crore perMW

against Rs 0.7 crore per MW by the KPC. Clearly, the politician-bureaucrat-contractor

nexus lay exposed.

Since February 2003, SAVE THE KALI CAMPAIGN (Kali Bachao Andolan) has left no

stone unturned to highlight the plight of the poor people living along the banks of the

river downstream of the West Coat Paper Mills at Dandeli. This paper plant is dumping

untreated effluents into the river. Following peaceful protests, the management of the

Mill had agreed to install effluent treatment plant before September 2003. However,

neither has the company complied with its commitment nor has the Karnataka State

Pollution Control Board enforced the decision on the company. Thousands of people
downstream of the papermill are being slowly poisoned.

Originating at Kushavali, on the border of Karnataka and Goa, the Kali drives its name

from the dark colour of its managese-rich waters. The river meanders through the unique

biodiversity of the Western Ghats along its short course of 184 kilometres in the Uttar

Kanara district of Karnataka before joining the Arabian Sea at the strategically important

port-town ofKarawar. The river is the lifeline to some 4 crore people in the district and

supports livelihoods of tens of thousands of people including fishermen on the coast of

Karwar. The Kali offers a perfect natural corridor for wild elephants and black panthers.

2. Stop pollution from the paper mill.

3. Stop illegal sand-mining on the Kali river.

KALI BACHAO ANDOLAN
PROTESTS IN BANGALORE ON WORLD ENVIRONMENTDAY TO SAVE WHAT

LITTLE IS LEFT OF THE KALI RIVER

Sunderlal Bahuguna launched the Kali Bachao Andolan in February this year. His message
was simple. We worship rivers in this great land, and yet there isn't a single river that is free
of industrial and urban pollution. In Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and Bengal, the holy Ganga has
little to demonstrate of its ageless grandeur, whilst in the mountains it is dammed
horrendously at Tehri. The story ofKali in the densely forested Uttara Kannada region of
Karnataka is no different.

Kali is a short river that emerges in the high mountain ranges of the Western Ghats, in Uttara
Kannada district of Karnataka. 184 kms. long, this river collects all the rich nutrients of the
thick and extraordinary forest growth along its banks, rendering her waters black from the
rich mulch; thus Kalinadi (meaning, black river). This most wondrous river of life, wherever
it flows, supports dense forests, life.

Today there is very little of the Kali left. Six major dams, a nuclear power plant, and a paper
mill have ensured that the glorious flow of this river down the mountains into the Arabian
Sea is frequently stopped, submerging some of the best forests in the Western Ghats. The
secrecy surrounding the Kaiga Nuclear Plant ensures that little is known about its polluting
impacts on the river and the forests. But the pollution from the West Coast Paper Mills is
there for all to see, at Dandeli.

Dandeli Dam never to be cleared:

The Uttara Kannada District Minister, and Government of Karnataka Industries Minister,
Shri. R. V. Deshpande, is now vigorously pursuing clearance for the 7th dam at Dandeli.
This dam is claimed as a "run of the river", "mini-hydel" project, causing "little
submergence". In reality, however, 8 kms. of the last flowing stretch of this 184 kms. long
river will be lost forever, and along with it 210 ha. of forests. This dam is proposed by the
Murdeshwar Power Corporation Ltd. to generate 18 MW of electricity, at a cost of about Rs.
200 crores. Making the power generated from this dam the costliest ever! Present average for
hydel stations ranges between Rs. 4 to 6 crores per MW of installed capacity.

Legally MPCL dam can never be accorded clearance. This is because the project proponents
presented two fraudulent Environment Impact Assessments in a rushed attempt to secure
environmental clearance for the project in the period of July - October 2000. The first was by
Ernst and Young, which completely plagiarised the EIA of the Tattihalla Dam, proposed at
the source of the Bedthi in neighbouring Dharwar district. Tata Energy Research Institute
followed soon after with an EIA that provided environmental and ecological information



unrepresentative of the Dandeli dam location. The Environment Impact Assessment
Notification clearly mandates that projects with wrong, misleading and fraudulent data,
presented twice, should be summarily rejected. The report of the Deputy Commissioner of
Uttara Kannada on the Environmental Public Hearing held in January 2001 clearly
documents this view, and endorses the affidavit filed by Environment Support Group in this
regard. Recently, the District Forest Officer in his recent report dated 19 February 2003 has
stated that "this proposal is undesirable from the forestry point of view" and "(h)ence, it may
be recommended to the Govt. for rejection". Yet active plans exist to force clearance for the
dam.

>

Pollution at Dandeli:

The West Coast Paper Mills at Dandeli, once brought here to help improve industrial and
economic growth of the district, is today considered blight on the Kali. The effluents are
discharged without treatment into the Kali, mucking up the river's ecology, polluting fields
and constantly affecting the lives of people, cattle and wildlife that depend on the river's
waters. Following persistent pressure from the Kali Bachao Andolan, the Asst.
Commissioner of Uttara Kannada has initiated criminal proceedings against the company, but
the Karnataka State Pollution Control Board has done little to utilize its regulatory powers
and force the company into compliance.

Sand mining in the Supa submergence area is another serious threat to the river's ecology.
The entire mining exercise occurs at a rampant scale and is wholly illegal.

The irony of Uttara Kannada's power generation:

Uttara Kannada consumes less than 20 MW of the over 1600 MW of electricity produced
from hydel and nuclear sources in this district. This is a clear indicator of how little the
district has gained, especially considering that over the decades 32,000 acres of forestland has
been submerged for dams across Kali. Tens of villages have been displaced due to
submergence but very little in terms of rehabilitation has ever been achieved.

Kali Bachao Andolan Padayatra now reaches Bangalore:

Kali Bachao Andolan is thereby a voice of collective protest from the children of the
Kalinadi. They insist that enough damage has been done to the river, its people, its forests
and wildlife. This river has to flow for posterity, they insist. Not dammed, polluted and left
dying.

Pandurang Hegde led a Padayatra in February that coursed its way along the Kali and the
response has been enthusiastic. But the people of the river feel very let down by the State
Government that refuses to hear their voices. Compared with the high attention that the
Kaveri and Krishna receive from the Krishna Government, hardly any attention has been paid
to a river that is the most dammed in the country, and generates the highest hydel power
(1200 MW) despite its short course.

Demands of the Kali Bachao Andolan:

As the State holds celebrations on World Environment Day, Kali Bachao Andolan has come
to Bangalore, led by various tribal representatives from affected villages, to highlight that
true commitment for the environment demands effective action. The symbolic protest at the
Mahatma Gandhi Memorial held this morning is to highlight the little that the Karnataka



Government has appreciated ofKali's importance and the concerns of the people from the
Kali Valley.

In its memorandum to the ChiefMinister of Karnataka, KBA has demanded:

1. No more dams that cause submergence on the Kali. This decision would be in
accordance ofGovernment of Karnataka's order dated 19 May 1987 (NO. FFD 242 FGL
83) that following Kodsalli and Kadra dams, no more dams that cause submergence
would be allowed on the Kali. MPCL dam must thereby be summarily rejected.

SUNDERALAL BAHUGUNA SUPPORTS KALI BACHAO ANDOLAN

Sunderalal Bahuguna of Chipko-fame visited the Kali River valley on 6 and 7
February 2005 to understand several issues related to the river. He was
accompanied by his wife Vimala Bahuguna, also an activist associated vEL Lt
Chipko, his disciple Pandurang Hegde and other activists of Appiko (a
movement imspired by Chipko in the Western Ghats) and Kali Bachao Andolan.

Bahugunaji was shocked at the sight of the river in Dandeli, where theeffluents of the West Coast Paper Milis Limited is released untreated intothe river, thereby polluting it to a very high degree, The level of pollutionis so high that it renders the water useless for both irrigation and drinkingpurposes.

Bahugunaji's reaction when he saw a thick stream of effluents being releasedinto the river was: "This is unbelievable! It is an act of poisoning andkilling River Kali. How can people downstream for 100 kms tolerate suchviolation of human rights?"
Here's a detailed version of what Bahugunaji felt about the Kali river issue:
"Rivers are regarded as Mothers, all over the world, specifically in Indiawhere our culture has its roots in nature. But the impact of materialisticcivilization has destroyed our culture so much that our rivers have becomecarriers of pollution."Kali River in Karnataka is a glaring example of this, where not only thecolour, but also the quality of water has deteriorated to an extent thathuman beings and cattle are miserably suffering by using its water.
"The condition of villagers in Kariampally and Harnoda along the riverbank ismiserable. They suffer from numerous undetected diseases, Pregnant women herealso suffer abortions due to polluted water. The Gowli tribes have lostthousands of their buffaloes that are the basis for their livelihood. Thesepeople have literally lost everything.
"It is strange that the authorities have closed their eyes to the sufferingof the villagers. It is really mysterious as to why they have not takenaction against people who are committing a henious crime of. poisoning thelife-giving water.

"It is often said that environment cannot be saved at the cost-of economicdevelopment, but our Constitution has guaranteed 'Right to Life' to thecitizens and the violation of this right is not only violation of citizensrights, but it is a serious challenge to the Constitution of our country.
"We demand that authorities concerned should visit the site and takeimmediate action to stop the po lution. If it is not possible the paper millshould be closed down to save the river and protect human and Marine lives,
"Since February 2003, SAVE THE KALI CAMPAIGN (Kali Bachao Andolan) has leftno stone unturned to highlight the plight of the poor people living along thebanks of the river downstream of the West Coast Paper Mills Limited atDandeli. Fcllowing peaceful protests, the management of the Mill had agreedto install effluent treatment plant before September 2003. However, neitherhas the company complied with its commitment nor has the Karnataka StatePollution Control Board enforced the decision on the company. As a result of



this inaction thousands of people downstream of th @ paper mill are beingpoisoned."

PADYATRA ALONG THE BANKS OF KALI RIVER IN KARNATAKA

Background:
Kali is one of the important rivers flowing in Western Ghats in Karnataka.
It originates in Diggi in midst of evergreen tropical forests. The total
length of the river is 184 kms. Kali in Kannada means, "black". The thick
forests in the catchment and the draining of the forest leaves make the
water black. Due to the dark appearance of the water, it is known as Kaii.

In the catchment (adjacent to Goa) forest dwellers belong to Kunbi tribes
lead simple life in midst of forests. The catchemnt is destroyed due to
extensive open cast mining ofmanganese ore. Due to the pressure of the
environmental movement the government has banned the mining in the cathcment
areas. However in 1983 a Hydel dam was built across the river at Supa. This
has submerged 2000 hectares of tropical forests and has uprooted 32
villages. The irony is: the rehabilitation for the oustees has been done in
the catchment of the tributaries ofKali!

In 1996 another Hydel dam was built across Kali in Kadra and Kodasalli.
There are four dams across this river and there are plans to build more dams
to generate power.

In addition to mining and dams, the river water is polluted due to the
discharge of pollution from Dandeli Paper Mill and Kaiga Nuclear Power
Plant. Both these are situated on the banks of Kali. This has had adverse
affect on aquatic life and the fisherman. Many species of fish has become
extinct.

In order to raise the awareness among the people and to bring the issue of
Kali to the mainstream we are organising the Padyatra in the first week of
February 2003. (From 2nd Feb to 12th 2003). Local people and
environmentalists form different regions will take part in this Padyatra.
Pandurang Hegde undertook a similar Padyatra in February 1983 and this will
be the follow up after two decades. This is rare occasion to get to know the
condition of forests, and how a river is being destroyed in the name of
development. How to save the river and what are the possible actions for
future? Please join the foot march to save the Kali.

Remarks of Central Pollution Control Board on WCPM Dandeli
(20.1.2003 to 24.1.2003)

1. It was observed that the effluents from all three sections were in flowing to Effluent
Treatment Plant (ETP) units.

2. It seems due to non-availability of sufficient aeration system in both the lagoons the
D.O was found to be NIL all times.

3 . The oxidation ponds provided for STP were filled up with sludge and requires
immediate de-sludging in order to achieve better results.

4. Lot of dismantling & expansion activities is going on through out the industry and it
has affected the over all house keeping needs to be improved.

5. The MINARS point monitored under CPCB program is located near Bommnalli pick
up dam and this may be shifted to upstream aside at 500 m from the confluence point
in order to access the exact quality of the treated effluent discharged from the
industry.

6. The industry claimed that by adopting latest technologies & reuse/recycle of the
effluents from different sections are going to decrease & thus the industry is likely to
discharge lesser pollution load to the environment. However, this can be verified or
measured only after completion of all their work. The present day pollution load
discharged by industry has to be matched & cross checked only after completion of
up-gradation project.

7. As industry is in continuous process of modernization of plant, there is a probability
in increase of shock loads to ETP. This requires strict surveillance by KSPCB.

8 . There is less quantity ofwater available in the Supa reservoir and it is likely that there
will be less flow in the coming summer season. Hence the ETP upgradation work
has to be on war foot basis, otherwise the DO in the river may be affected.

9 . The industry has to provide the electronic meters to record the flow of treated effluent
immediately.

10. There is much variation between the consented quantities of production (85500
MT/annum) against their actual production (119750/annum) leading to a bigconfusion. Regional office KSPCB does not have any supporting record for that
claim.

11. The industry already attained production capacity of 119759 MT/annum and after
expansion the production will be further increased to 163750 MT/annum. The
pollution load after increasing the production will be reduced by adopting latest
technologies. This requires further detailed investigation.

During all these years there has not been any
serious charges against this mill of violation ofenviornment norms or ofposing danger
to the normal life of the people around. Now this sudden baseless allegation and the

report that themill has been letting out untreated effluent into Kali river causing danger
to people, cattle etc., is not only highly surprising but also raises serious doubts about
the real intentions of the allegers behind this.This also confirms that this is a mischie-
vous attempt by some vested interest groups.

If you look at the allegations made in the light of the facts and the realities this becomes
more clear. A Laboratory test report alleged to have been done ona sample of effluent
water in river kali has been published in a local Newspaper. The said report clearly
states that all the parameters are quite within the permissible limits of pollution norms

and sample is not potable only because of the colourwhich cannot be removed. Itisa
well known fact that'there is no technology available at present anywhere in the world
to remove colour of the paper mill effluent water. This confirm the fact that there are

no undesirable or dangerous chemicals present in the treated effluentwater let out in
the Kali. Further the alleged report that the cattle that drink this water of Kali are dying
and vegetation is withering is also an exaggerated version far from truth.

Obviously there has been a naive attempt to link some stray incidents of cattle and plants
affected by some other disease to this saying that the effluent being discharged by
WCPM is the cause. The allegation that the cattle and vegetation is adversely and dan-
gerously affected by the effluentwater is not based on facts of reality. In view if this it
becomes crystal clear that the real intention behind such baseless allegation is tomis-
lead the public in this matter by creating wrong impression and misunderstanding
thruogh twisted facts and exaggerted observations thereby spreading confusion and
concern among the people. The actual purpose of the vested interest people behind
this is undoubtedly to gain selfish ends through black mailing tactics like this. The
vested threat of closing the factory by organising Rasta Roko compaings etc., is also a
part of this overall blackmailing tactic. If these vested interest succeed in their ulterior

The Greenest Paper Mill in india
The Centre for Science and Environment releases the results of its Green
Rating Project on the Pulp and Paper Industry

New Delhi: The greenest paper mill in India is the JK Paper Mills (IKPM) of
Raygada ofOrissa, according to the country's first ratings of the Indian pulp and

paper industry carried out by the New Delhi based Centre for Science and
Environment (CSE). JKPM is followed by Andhra Pradesh Paper Mills Ltd.
(APPML) and the Ballarpur unit of Ballarpur Industries Ltd.

Sinar Mas Pulp and Paper, based in Pune district has also turned out to be a
relatively cleaner mill. It was not, however, given a rating because the mill was not
in operation during the period for which the performance of all the other mills was
analysed. The mills which came at the bottom of the rating were Grasim Industries
Ltd, based in Kerala, and Amrit Papers and Mukerian Paper Mills both ofwhich
are located in Punjab. The exercise was done under the green rating project of the
CSE.

To arrive at a rating, a mill is evaluated using over 100 criteria under three
categories - the corporate environment policy and management systems, the plant-
eve] environmental performance, and the perception of the mill's environmental
responsibility, including that of the local community. JKPM, for example; scored
above 50 per cent in both environmental policy and community perception but got
Just 19 per cent in plant level performance. Most of the mills that were rated low
were found to be having no environmental policy and using outdated technology.
The rating process took about 18 months. In this period, environmental reports
from Western countries were also consulted to get an idea about the best practices
across the world. Then companies were sent outquestionnaires to fill in.

Former Finance Minister Dr Manmohan Singh, who chairs the project advisory
panel, underscores the importance of the project.

"
Being environmentally-friendly

is not only a moral obligation, it also makes good economic sense.... Ultimately a
country like India cannot be governed by ever expanding regulations... We must
develop a more participatory style ofmanagement and regulations which rely
more and more on selfperformance and self improvement. And ratings can help. in
inducing that change in mindset," says Dr Singh.

"What surprised CSE most was the willingness of the mills to give out
information. We never expected a 100 per cent response," says Anil Agarwal,
Director of CSE. Twenty eight plants with a capacity of over 100 tonnes per day
production were approached by CSE to reveal information. Initially only one
company did so. But as the deadline approached all companies sent in the details.
These mills produce over 50 per cent of the country's paper and board.

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The green rating report reveals, however, that the environmental health of the
sector overall is not very good. Not one mill could get a five leaf rating (75-100
weighted score) or a four leaf rating (50-75 weighted score). Only two companies
scraped into the three leaf category. As many as 12 companies were in the very
poor one leaf category. The sector is plagued by resource use inefficiency,
improper sourcing of raw material, outdated technology and a highly wasteful and
polluting production process. The pulp and paper industry is one of the oldest in
India. By international standards India is still a very low producer and consumer
ofpaper. The aggregate capacity of Indian mills is not enough to meet the
demands. Even pulp is in short supply and is usually imported. In the last 10 years
or so, due to environmental concerns many modifications and upgradations have
taken place in the industry in the West. However, to make these investments
economical the size of the mill has to be much larger than what it is in India.
Indian mills are normally one-tenth the size of foreign mills and hence very
polluting. An average large-scale Indian mil1 has a capacity of 33,000 tons per
annum while a large mill in Brazil or Sweden has a capacity of 3,00,000 tons per
annum. Unless the paper industry upgrades its technology not only will it face an
economic threat from foreign competitors but it will also continue to be a highly
polluting sector.

The paper sector according to the green rating project has to improve its efficiency
in the use ofwater, chemicals used for bleaching, energy and fibre. No policy has
been developed by the government to help this sector promote farm forestry to
source hardwood and bamboo for producing pulp. Even the 1988 forest policy
says that commercial wood needs should be met from farmers. A few companies
have, nonetheless, made some efforts to promote farm forestry to meet their wood
needs. Worse still while almost 30 per cent ofpaper is recycled in India, it is not
recycled to make paper. This is in stark contrast with countries like Japan that
recycle 60 to 70 per cent of their paper. Also India today imports waste paper for
the pulp and paper Industry.

The global debate over the use of chlorine free bleaching has largely bypassed the
industry in India. Almost all mills continue to use chlorine to bleach paper. Use of
chlorine can release a lot of dioxin and other chloroorganics that can enter the
food chain. They have strong cancer causing properties. Though the pollution
control boards have standards for AOX (total organochlorides) releases but no
agency is monitoring their levels in the effluents.

Freshwater consumption by Indian mills is dangerously high for the health of the
water bodies. To produce one tonne ofpaper an Indian mill can use as much as
250 cubic meters ofwater, as opposed to 25 cubic meters in the industrialised
world. Water is priced in such a manner that profligacy in its use is encouraged.
Mills should think in terms ofharvesting rainwater and recycling it. A calculation
made by Sinar Mas shows that it can meet 50 per cent of its current water needs
through rainwater harvesting.

The green rating project already seems to be having some impact on the industry.
The project has helped to take the issue of environmental management to the top
management levels of the pulp and paper companies.

CEOs and top managers of 71 per cent of the companies interacted directly with
CSE during the project. Senior managers of 43 per cent of the companies visitedCSE.

At the outset ofGRP only one pulp and paper mill had a formal environment
policy, namely JK Corporation, which also has an ISO 14,000 certification. By the
time the ratings were finalised 9 companies had an environment policy statement.
