Although I have received other and finahcially more attractive offera
of appointment from other sources, I would, if possible, like to continue at
Mysore and concentrate on a programme of research in which I am interested.

I had the privilege of initiating the programmes of work on protective
foods, and particularly, the comprehensive one on protein-rich foods which has
attracted a large amount of attention and brought us international recognition,
There is a great deal more to be still done in this field of study which is
of importance not only to India, but alse to other parts of the Vorld. I am now
the leadef of the project in an Honorary capacity and Dr, Schaefer's proposal
is that I should be paid my salary for wholetime attention to the project.

t am not intereated in any position of power, but would like to be
treated with the necessary consideration and to have the facilities and assis-
tance in respect of the work. Similar courtesf'es are also extended in other
parts of the World to senior scientists whose association is considered useful

similar treatment in my own country.
and who wish to continue with their work. I am hoping that I will get a

The authorites of the National Institutes of Health are agreeable
to my salary, allowances and other facilities, to which I ammww entitled in
the service of the Council, being treated as a part of the cost of the project.
If, in addition to that, the Council can give me an honorary status, it will
give me a standing in the Institute and help me in respect of my work.

If the above proposal is acceptable to the Council, it may come into
effect from a very early date, say, 1st December 1962. That will be of advantage
both to me and to the Council. The present term of the NIN project ia upto
1966, but it is likely to be extended for a further period.

As the above arrangement will virtually amount to my relinquishing
my present place in the service of the Couneil, I may be granted the terminal
leave, to which I am entitled, in accordance with the usual practice, In this
connection, it may be mentioned that I have not taken moro than a few days of
earned leave since I joined the service of the Council over 14 years
ago. i may also be permitted to maintain the same Provident Fund Account
though my designation may be changed.

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Although I may not be officially on the regular pay rol
of the Institute, I will gladly render any assistance that I can
in respect of the work of the Institute or the Council without
prejudice to the interests of the project,

It would be, both in my interest as well as that of the
Council, if the proposal is given very early consideration and
the decision communicated to me.

Before concluding, I may state that I had the privilege of
planning for and directing the work of the Institute right from
its inception. The institute has now grown to be, not only one
of the biggest, but also. one of the most important of its type in
the World. I am hoping that the service that I have rendered
will receive some appreciation at the hands of the Council and that-I will be treated with courtesy and consideration in the years to

I write to thank you for the kind courtesy of your D.0.No.
DG/PS/62-3624 dated 3lat October 1962 and the enclosed copy of
the letter dated @ctober 19th as addressed to you by Dr.Arnold
E.Schaefer. It is very kind of you and the Vice-President to
have accepted Dr.Schaefer's proposal.

Following my meeting with you at Bangalore on Oetover 19
when I also had an opportunity to discuss with you Dr.Schaefer's
telegram which had just arrived, I had 'addressed you a letter
with certain preposals bearing the same subject (vide my
letter No.FT/DIR/C/62-426 dated 22nd October 1962).

Acserding to your Confidential 3

dated October 25,1962, the President, C.S.I.R., has extended my
term of appointment upto September 15,1963. Dr.Schaefer's
axiandst generously worded letter will leave it open, however,
to the Council to past me to the new assignment with effect
from an earlier date, 4.@., @ither from the date of receipt of
Schaefer's letter at Delhi or from ist December 1962, This

« Will save the Council about &.30,000/+ as salary and ©.P.F.
eontributions which would be otherwise be payable te me for
the remaining period. Such a saving may be quite useful to
the country at the present juncture,

The arrangement preposed by Dr. Schaefer would be
welcome to me ag it will give me an opportunity to concentrate
on an important programme of research which would be of
ultimate value and utility, not only to India, but alsoto
several other parts of the World.

At the same time, it would be hardly necessary for ne
to emphasise the need for my having an honorary status in
the service of the Council. It would be in keeping with
the President's decision if I am given the honorary status
of Director at least for the sanctioned term of appointment.
By asking for euch a status, T am not implying that I should
continue to exercise the powers or perform allthe duties
of the Direetor. I am interested only in the scientific
work and I would like to concentrate mainly on the NIH
project in which I am also deeply interested. If I seek
my status, it is only to help me in respeet of my work.
I will, of course, be glad to be of some further help in
respect of other programmes, nany of which I had initiated.J will also be available for assisting in the work of the
Institute and that of the Council in other ways if
auch assistance is required -- without prejudice
to the interests of my main assignment.

It would be outside my competence to suggest what the
Couneil sheuld do in respect of the administration of the
Institute, consequent on my changing over to the new
assignment. At the same time, it would be obvious that

there may be practical difficulties in working if there is
another Director while I remain as Honorary Direetor. A
good working arrangement will be to appoint a Joint er even
an Additional Direetor and to give him the necessary powers.I am making this suggestion not so much with the object of
exercising any power by myself as to retain my own freedon
in respect of the project. The NIH project staff are
distributed over differant Divisions and I cannet function
effectively as the Project Leader unless I have seme voice
in respect of thowerk of the staff and the related expenditure.
Although I am pretty hopeful that the administrative headwill afford me all assistance and support, I may net reasonably
expect the same measure of cooperation from all the staf
unleas I alse have some status. You are well acquainted with
the conditions w in eur country, so, I need not say more.

Excepting for the above privilege which I trust, will
be conseded, I will be virtually retiring from the service
of the Council. I have already servéd the Council for over
14 years. It will be seen from the attached statement as
furnished by our Office that, during the above period, I had
taken practically ne earned leave or utilised very little of
even the casual leave. Taking all this into account, the
Council may kindly grant me such terminal leave te which
I would be entitled according to rules. I do not wish
te claim any other privilege or facility from the Couneil
especially at this juncture,

I do not know whether the suggestions which I have
made will find favour with the Council. In case they are
not acceptable, I would request that the proposals which
Der. Schaefer has made wk and which the Council has
also acceptad may be made effective from the date of
my retirement from the serviee of the Council. That marginof time will also give me an opportunity to study the
eonditions under which I will have towork. If things prove
to be to be difficult, I have to act in accordance withthe
advice conveyed by you at our meeting on 19th Oetober 1962
and as broadly indicated in your letter of 28th October,
In case, I decide te aceept any of the assiqnments for.

It is
fortunate that as a Senior colleague from a sister institution
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and now as the head of our organisation, you are already
well acquainted with the hard struggle and persistent effort,
which led to the present stage of development. I weuld
leave it to you te bring the related facts to the notice
of the authorities and to see that such pioneering contri-
butions which are well recognised elsewhere -- are also
adequately appreciated by our own organisation. The C.S.1.R,
in India owes its present development and nature to the
efforts of a small band of people who are fast disappearing
from the scene. It will be of tremendous moral value __

and even serve as a stimulus to the otherg if the.
pioneering cantributions and sacrifices made by those whe
were the real builders of the National Laboratories are
suitably remembered by the Council and the Government.

Both
of us are conscious of the diffidence and even distrust which
may be a legacy of the past, but we should bots try hard to
get over them. I have already made, and,am again mking, euch
an appeal to Dr, Parpia and I am pretty hopeful that he will
respond in the same spirit. Whatever little difficulties and
differences that may now exist can be easily lroned out by
periodical meeting and friendly exchangeof notes rather than
by official correspondence. As wentioned at our talk on the
night of 13-10-1083, I would thank you to intervene when necessary
and see that we both make a success ef such an association,
as long as we are together in the saue institute,
