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REPORT
CAPART WORKSHOP FOR NGOs
SIRSI Uttara Kannada. Karnataka

The Workshop was held on 3 November 2001 at Amrut Mahotsava Sabha Bhavan,
K.D.C.C. Hali, Market Yard, and Sirsi.

INAGURATION

The inauguration Ceremony was held in the morning. Bhaskar, from IDEA (NGO)
welcomed the Participants and the guests. He told that the objective of this workshop is
to create awareness among NGOS about the existing projects of CAPART for rural
development activities.

The workshop was inaugurated by lighting the traditional oil lamp by Shri Subhramanya
Hegde, Charted Accountant from Sirsi. While inaugurating the workshop he stressed the
following points:

The government has recognised the role of NGOs as providing services to people and
to reach the weakast sections in the society.

The zeal of volunteerism is the foundation for forming NGOs.
The NGOs have a greater role to play in development of the rural areas.

This workshop provides an opportunity to understand CAPART programmes and
how to implement them through NGOs.

At the end he stressed the need for effective collaboration with institutions like CAPART
to reach the down trodden.

Shri K. B. Rani, Member Convenor, CAPART, Dharwad office spoke about the
objectives of CAPART and how it intends to evolve effective Participation’. He said that
the concept of Participation’' does not mean holding meetings, workshops or assembly of
people. The present day projects are in the mode of '/ design the project and people
Participate’. He said that such project do not help people to participate. Instead, the
participation should ‘empower’ the people towards better life. He also stressed that the

concept of ‘Development’ should be understood as a ‘process’ that keeps changing
according to the region and community.

Mr. Rani said that CAPART is looking for new ideas for implementing the project. He
said that the Dharwad Regional office is spending about Rs. 1.5 crore every year in four
southern states of Karnataka. Kerala, Tamil Nadu and Andhra Pradesh, Compartively




this is small amount and the government is spending more on developmental projects.
He requested the NGOs to utilise the CAPART projects to implement the schemes for
empowering weaker sections in the society.

FIRST SESSION

Dr. Paran Gowda addressed the participants and told them the formalities of CAPART
proposals. Shimy and Margeret, the Research Assistant and Young Professional gave
talk on the NGOs and the need for working with NGOs.

They also discussed the CAPART format for applying to seek grants. The format was
discussed in detail and participants were encouraged to clarify their drubts. The
procedures for filling. Organisation Profile, was covered and doubts were classified with
the help of Dr. Paran Gowda. The point wise discussion was held with NGOs and they
asked many questions regarding submission on personal assets, the rule of three years for
NGOs for applying for grant and other details. The NGOs were satisfied with the
discussion and said that they will be able to complete the application format
independently.

SECOND SESSION

Dr. Paran Gowda chaired the Second Session. He explained the philosophy behind
submission of project proposal based on the needs of the people. While discussing with

people he asked them to list the areas in which the NGOs are working. They are
classified as follows:

Biodiversity

Environment Sanitation

Forestry issues, afforestation

Community Seed Banks

Medical plants conservation

Conservation of traditional breeds of cattle
Health

Non Timber Forest Produce

Economic Activity

Alternate Energy sources (Solar, Biogas).

The participants identified the issues based on their experiences. Thus, the issues came
from NGOs and it was decided to develop project proposal models based on the issues.




THIRD SESSION: GROUP DISCSSION
Three separate groups were formed based on the following themes.

Group I Biodiversity Conservation
Group II Environment Sanitation
Group III Livestock Development

Each group discussed the details of completing the OB profile and they developed project
proposal on each of the above themes. The following project proposal was developed as
a model for completion of the CAPART format for application:

Projects:

L Sustainable Sanitation Project
1. Community Seed Bank.
IL Conservation of Indigenous Cattle Breed.

For each group there was a resource person to facilitate the process of writing the project
proposal. The group discussion provided an opportunity for all the participants to
participate in the process and clarify doubts. :

FOURTH SESSION:

In this Session each group presented its proposal in to the panel. This proposal was
discussed and additional suggestions came from Dr. Paran Gowda and NGOs. All the
three groups presented their proposals and each of them was discussed and suitable
modifications was made.

FINAL SESSION: CONCLUDING SESSION

In the concluding Session Mrs. Sandhya Kurdekar, Member, Central Social Welfare
Board thanked all the participants. She also gave the list of projects funded by Central
Social Welfare Board. Shivand Kalve thanked the CAPART officials, participants, press
and the KDCC Bank for providing their premises for the workshop.




Evaluation:

After the workshop an evaluvation form was given to all the participants. They were
asked to respond to the following questions:

1) Inauguration Function
72% of participants said that it was very good and 28% said it was good.

2) Group Discussion
33% of participants felt that it was very good and 43% said it was good and 2% of
participants felt that it was below their expectation.

3) CAPART: Information on Projects

35% said it was very good, 58% said it was good and 7% said that it was below
expectation.

4) Technical details about projects

4% said it was very good and 44% said it was good whereas 15% said it was not good.

S) Background Information
48% said it was very good, 43% said it was good and 7% said it was not upto mark.

6) Accommodation/ food
93% of participants said it was very good.

Over all the evaluvation showed that the workshop has been able to meet the expectation
of participants. The results are also shown in the charts separately.

Some Comments from the participants are:

-  The information provided about CAPART in Kannada was not affective. CAPART
should find some one who can effectively communicate in Kannada.

It is not good that three people (from CAPART) speaking simultaneously, It was
confusing. Only one person should be allowed to speak for at last an hour.

- Group discussions were good and it made the workshop effective. There is need for
more detail information on CAPART projects (funded earlier).
