Pale brown with swallow like tails, flying in flocks where palms
are extensive

Small, green and white, tail held up, low bushes, garden, urban

Teal, Common

Similar to garganey, large flocks mixed with it

Teal, Lesser whistling

Small ducks, brown, small flocks in marshes
Tern, Blackbellied

Tern, Indian whiskered

Thrush, Blue rock

Thrush, Blueheaded rock

Thrush, Whitethroated ground




Tit, Grey

Small, grey white and black, small flocks, gardens, urban,
actively searching for insects between leaves

Brown, black head, long grey tail, noisy, suburban, wooded
and cultivation

Large, black with white back, bare head and neck, dry open
and garbage dumps, fly in circles high overhead

Grey and vellow, solitary, active wagging tail, ground, open
meadows, marshes

Wagtail, Large pied

Black and white, near water, call melodious

Like tailorbird, grey and white, urban, Parthenium covered areas,
garden

Small, earthy brown, low bushes, gardens, fields, call 'chuck'
Warbler, Booted tree
Warbler. Great reed

Warbler, Greenish leaf
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Greenish, similar to flowerpecker, always within leaves on trees,
gardens, parks, call 'swichee', very active

Warbler, Jungle wren

Like ashy wren, plain brown, often between Parthenium

Small, short-tailed, streaked brown, white below, grassy fields,
marshes, flies high and often only heard, call 'tik tik tik..'
