The Timber Dealers of Jaintia Hills met the Chief Minister on
4.8.81 to discuss about various problems faced by them because of the

restrictions on timber movement imposed by the State Govt. The Minister
incharge Forests, Meghalaya explained the positions. He said that the
forest owners in Meghalaya leased out their forests to timber contractors’
for working all trees therein. These include trees of larga dimension

as well as the smaller ones. The timber dealers invest money on the
forests and want to extract as much timber as possible from them, Transpyr
'in Meghalaya is entirely road the best and the trucks carrying timber
from remote places in Jaintia Hills if not allowed to move on the sShillon
Gauhati Road gfter sunset do faced difficultdes as in such case, the
trucks cannot make one return trip in a day. This problem has already
been under consideration by the Govt. and was discussed with the contract
in a meeting held on 4,5.81 in the Minister Forest's Chamber. Certain
decisions were taken in that meeting and the timber dealers were asked

to furnish copies of the sales deeds and agreements executed by them

with various forest owners so that the Govt. can study the problem in
fuller detail and modify the orders accordingly. The timber dealers hava

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so far not furnish the infommation sought,

The Chief Mi-nister desired that the informmation sought by the
Govt. should be submitted by the timber dealers within a specified time,
The Govt. then in consultation with the Law Deptt. will take appropriate
action to relax the rules to the extent possible keeping the interest
of the State in view,

It was also péinted out in the meeting thet the Saw Millers of
Meghalaya have also approached the Forests Minister and the meeting
was held with them recently in which the saw millers informed that the
saw milling industry is facing hardship for want of raw material as all
the timber produced in Meghalaya is being exported out in log form. This
is a genuine problem faced by the saw millers and Govt. is keen to help
them also as a local small scale industry. It was therefore proposed
that a combine meeting of the Saw Millers, the Timber Dealers and the
Dist. Council Authorities should be called so that some decisicns can be
arrived at which will satisfy both the timber dealers as well as the
saw millers. The restrictions on night movement of timber trucks on the
GeS.Road may be relaxed till the rules under the Meghalaya (Removal of
Timber) (Regulaticn) Act are firalised and publish,

Shri Roskil Challam raised the point that in the agreement on
restrictions of movement of undersized timber, the Jaintia Hills Dist.
Council was not a party. Jaintia Hills has a seperate Dist. Council and i:
is not under the jurisdiction of the Khasi Hills Dist. Council. Govern-
ment's imposition of restrictions on timber trade is unjustified and
amounts to infringement of prévate rights of owners of forests. The
Jaintﬁﬁb are lovers of forests and they all agree that forests should be
preserved but the restrictions put by the Govt. do not appear to have
considered the right of the private forests owners.

The Chief Minister explained that the timber contractors have taken
timber t¥ade as their profession. They should themselves,of thekr own
interest see that the profession last for ghe lifetime if all forests
are felled withoeut any regulation, the contractors themselves will
ultimately lose their préfession, The Govt. do not propose to interfere
with the private rights but aimed to bring in some discipline in working
of the forests whether they are private forests or community owned
forests or State forests. Removal of timber from the forest areas has to
be regulated so that the forests can be perpetuated. In this, the owners
of the forests and the Govt. will have to work jointly so that the
resources can be conserved and properly utilised.

Shri W.Sna, President of the Forest Contractors Association of
Jaintia Hills also xm felt that the new Act as published in the Gazette
2nd July,1981 is an infringement of private rights as it aims to bring
a complete ban of working of forests, The Secy. Forests explained that t
the Act does not banned working of forests but aims only to bring some
restrictions which are necessary in the interest of the State as a whole.

Sshri D.,Talang, explained that the owners do not always want to
fell the small trees, they also want the trees to grow mature so that
they fetch better value but sometimes circumstances compelled them to
work even smaller trees to meet their needs., The private forest areas
1s a wealth the mwxmexz @wners possessed and they want to utilise it
at the time of need. i e

The Chief Minister informed that the Govt. may find ways and means
to meet such needs by providing help to save immature trees from being fells
gome suitable scheme may perhaps be taken up for this purpose. All these

can be discussed in a meeting as already proposed and decisions regarding

the relaxation needed may be arrived at and these may then be accommodated

to the extent possiblé in the rules now being framed under the Meghalaya

(Removal of Timber) (Regulation) Act.

The timber traders insisted that the Govt. Act mmst recognise the
right of the private forest owners on their forests. Failure to do so will
act as a disincentiye to land owners to maintain their forests. They akso
requested the Govt. that the restrictions on movement of timber may not be
enforced now till the meeting proposed is held.

The Secretary proposed that the meeting may be held in the second
week of September and requested eIl timber traders to give their views
within the current month and also supply coples of all the deeds requested
earlier so that Govtl may have the time to study them properly and come
up with concrete proposals in the meeting.

The meeting ended with a few words of thanks from the Chief Minister.

This action of the Govern-
ment has greatly affected the timber contractors as royalty has
been paid in advance but the period of operation takes mamgy years
to complete. On these matters where the timber contractors are
victignised, the Government will be able xa ér not to help the
timber contractor to recover for what they have lost especially
when nowadays some of them have stopped their Business.

' Again, these Rules and Regulations made by the
‘Goverrment will sericusly affect the citizens of the State which
at the sametime they are the forest and land owners, as most of
them®leased out their forests not only that trees are matured but
due to financial difficulties. Hence the question of matured or
unmatured does not arise, but the owners can act whenever necessary.
It seems that the Govermment is making Rules and Regulations without
prior‘bonsideration of future problems that may arise,

In fact, the owners derived their benefits from the
forests after they have maintained properly and protected from fire
hazzag%fl”}"forest originally having hundred trees brings out thoue
sand menheig after 1t was leased out. The private owners want be
retain the pine trees in order to derive more benefit. In these
poor conditions, will the private owners W®ote again these inconsie
derate MLAs in the next election, where they will renew again these
inconsiderate Rules and Regulations ?

Actually, on these serious matters, we have the Syiems,

The Inspector General of Fores » MOEF
issued an order allowing the trans tati
legal timber from the District Councils 6f Garo
and Jaintia in Meghalaya, before inventorising
and dealing with illegal timber as ordered by the
Hon’ble Sp. Ct..

HPC in its reports has pointed out Meghalaya
having huge quantity of univentorised timber
lying in the District Council areas.

This order of the IGF (MOEF) violates para 7(c) of
the Sp. Cts. Order dated 15-1-98 which states as
under:

“The State Govts. shall ensure disposal of illegal
timber before permitting the conversion / disposal
of legal authorised timber available with the wood
based industries.”

(Note: In the said order the term “State Govt.”
would include District Councils also.) -

Under these circumstances we may suggest
removal of para 35 by way of modification of the
said order of the Court which states:




“For the proper and effective implementation of
these orders, the Ministry of Environment and
Forests will have the liberty to issue suitable
directions consistent with the order.”

2. You would recall about the suggestion that
movement of any timber from North Eastern
states should only be through Railways and not
trucks. See the enclosed newspaper report about
18 truckloads of illegal timber from Arunachal
seized in Assam, justifying the need for restricting
the modes of transportation of timber.
