'Swaminathan report opposed

PALAKKAD, JAN. 10. The recommen-
dations of the M. S. Swaminathan
committee on agriculture and al-
lied sector to use farm subsidies
for technology transfer and devel-:
opment of farm resources have
been opposed by farmers.

At a press conference at the.
dia Centre here today, Pandi-

yode Prabhakaran, general secre-
tary, and K. Ravikumar, chairman,
National Farmers." Protection
Committee (NFPC); strongly crit-
icised its recommendations
which said that some of the sub-
sidies like free electricity for
groundwatef use and canal irriga-
tion had adversely affected nat-" ural resources and the financial

The NFPC leaders said that free
electricity for groundwater use
and canal irrigation directly bene-
fits the farmer where as the sub-
sidy granted to technology lands
up in the coffers of both Indian
and foreign agribusiness technol-
ogy broking organisations.

The GreenRevolution technol-
ogy transfer during 1966-77 had a
foreign exchange component of $

pesticides. and agrimachinerybusiness. Hence, accepting the
report is tantamount.to robbing .

the Indian frmers of their re-
gources.

They said that 'if what impliesin the expert committee report isthat the farmers are misusing the

facility and that scientists will be day the same World Bank whichmore discreet in properly utilisingthe subsidy, then we are on a very
slippery ground'. This judgmentwhich casts aspersions on the in-
tegrity of farmers is typical of the
contempt the scientific, bureau-
cratic and political fraternity has"
towards the farmer, they said.

The compounded annual rate
of growth of food crops during the
pre-Green Revolution period of
1950-65 was 2.98 per cent. This
declined to 2.4 per cent in the
post-Green Revolution period of
1968-78. All crops grew at 3.2 and
2.5 per cent. Rice grew at 3.37 and
2.2 per cent, pulses at 1.62 and 0.2
per cent and wheat at 3.07 and
5.73 per cent in the pre and post
Green Revolution periods. This is
nothing like a miracle as the sci-
entists involved have been trying
to make it out to be.

Fifty-six per cent of the in-
crease in food production regis-tered in the post-GreenRevolution period till 1985 came
from less than 15 per cent of the
land area under food crops. Such
a skewed production concentra-
tion has totally degraded the soil
and natural resources. In fact, the
Green Revolution belt absorbed
the major financial outlay famish-

A study shows that it takes 300
units of inputs to produce 100
units of food under the Green
Revolution technology where as a
conventional poly culture system
takes only 5 units to produce the
same.

The NFPC leaders said that to-

had earlier prescribed heavy sub-
sidy for agriculture was for scrap-
ping of all subsidies to farmers.

It also insists upon reducing the
-role of the State in agriculture and
bringing in private capital.
This is directly opposed to what

it was advocating 25 years back.

It is in this contest that the rec-
ommendations to scrap subsidy
to the farmers and use it for tech-
nology transfer become very im-
portant because it seems to be a
'part of the World Bank agenda to
rob the Indian farmers of their re-
sources to pay the multinational
and Indian corporate bodies.

It is intriguing that the devel-
oped world offers subsidies to
their farmers at almost 50 percent of the value of their produceand still Indian scientists feel that
the Indian farmers should not be
subsidised. One tends to doubt
the competence of the scientists
to make a judgment on this socio-
economic issue, they said.

The technology to be trans-
ferred like germinated seeds etc.,
will siphon off the State funds to
multinational and Indian corpo-
rate coffers.

A more serious implication is
that the agriculture sector will be

out any seal of the firm.

(f} As per the tender condi-
tions, 50% of the bid amount
ought to have been remitted in
the office within 30 days of the
receipt of the allotment letter
by the bidder. The allotment
letter is seen handed over to
the bidder on 11.10.2002 and
he ought to have remitted 50%
of the bid amount on or before
9.11.02. By this date the party
had remitted only Rs. One
Crore and twenty Lakhs as
against the due amount of Rs.
2,37,43,643/-. The party made
up this amount only on
26.11.02. This remittance after
9.11.02 is seen unauthorisedly
and not supported by any ex-
tension of time from this office.
The allotment letter ought to
have been cancelled on
10.11.02 when the party failed
to remit 50% of the bid
amount. This is seen not done.

'Tribal Scheduled Area
impracticable in Kerala'

KOCHI, MAY 14. The Kerala SC-ST
Protection Council chairman,
K.V. Kumaran, has said 'sched-
uling' of tribal habitations in
Kerala is impracticable.
"Creating a scheduled tribal

area in any part of Kerala under
the Fifth Schedule is a constitu-

commissioner for SC-STs in
Kerala and Lakshadweep, told
The Hindu. Joining issue with B.
D. Sharma, former Commis-
sioner for SCs and STs, who has
suggested that the Kerala Adiva-
sis should strive for self-rule un-
der the Fifth Schedule, Mr.
Kumaran alleged that Dr. Shar-
ma was misguiding the
Adivasis.

Referring to Dr. Sharma's
statement that the Kerala Gov-
ernment had in 1960 proposed
to the Debar Commission that
an area of 1,064 square miles
could be earmarked as Tribal
Scheduled Area, Mr. Kumaran
wondered why the former had
not pursued this when he was
Commissioner for SCs and STs.
Since he had failed to do so, Dr.
Sharma had no moral right now
to propound the idea, Mr. Kum-
aran contended.
Mr. Kumaran said that a Trib-

al Scheduled Area was in fact a
republic within the Indian Re-

public. He pointed out that be-
fore an area was declared by the
President of India as scheduled
under the Fifth Schedule, the
Constitution required that its
boundaries should be demar-
cated. More important, a publicnotification that the Acts of In-
dian Parliament or the State As-
sembly concerned would not
apply to the Scheduled Areawas
to be issued. This could be pos-
sible only if the Adivasis consti-
tuted a majority in the area and
the non-Adivasis were in an in-
significant minority.
The current reality of Kerala

was that, Mr. Kumaran argued,
these constitutional pre-requi-sites for declaring any particular
area in Kerala as Scheduled
Tribal Area, could not be met.
This was because even in the
so-called tribal areas, non-trib-
als were in the majority now.
The scheduled area mighthave been possible in the 1960s,

when this was proposed to the
Debar Commission, in areas
like Wayanad and Attappadi.Now the situation had changed
and non-tribals-
these areas, Mr. Kumaran said.
He contended that what was

attempted at Muthanga by the
C. K. Janu-led Adivasi Gothra
Mahasabha was an artificial
creation of Tribal Scheduled
Area.
