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Sahvadri Day 2014

In order to create awareness about Western Ghats every year we celebrate
SAHYADRI DAY. This year we organised programmes in Bangalore and Bellary.

The second presentation was by Proﬁ. Narayana swami from Kolar. He
linked the relationship between Western Ghats and the dry regions. He called to
protect the biodiversity of Sahyadri.

The third presentation was on Talparake, a traditional water storage method
practiced in Tumkur district. Mallikarjun Hospalya shoed the importance of
Talparke and how this is the basis for sustainable water management in dry
regions. After these presentations the students and teachers asked questions about
Western Ghats and how they can contribute to save these Sahyadri.

The programme was attended by about 350 students and teachers of NSS
programme. They assured to take the mission of save Sahyadri through NSS
programmes in their respective colleges.
