NOMENCLATURE COF BIRDS

The bi-nomial neming of birds initiated by Iinneseus two centuries &go,
whereby each bird is given & generic and specific neme, paved the way for the
repid progress of ornithology.

The grouping of birds into Orders, Families, Genera and Species was donme
on the basis of their anatomy end beheviour, the attempt being to show their
relationship to one another as well as their line of descent from the simplest
t0 the more advanced species in terms of evolution. This arrangement though
a great improvement over the disorderly data of the past, was nevertheless
prone to error because of the subjective assessment involved.

For exemple, one bird which has puzzled scientists regarding its siatus
is the Black and Orange Flycatcher. Salim Ali end his student Raza Khen fram
Bangladesh, conducted studies on this bird in the Nilgiris. Iorphologiecally
and ecologically it was difficult to decide whether it should be in the
Flycatcher or the Thrush family. I believe the egg of the bird was sent to
experts abroad to decide on its status on the basis of DNA findings.

Whet is this new DNA-DNA classification proposed by Selby and Momroe
4n 1988 ? DHNA (deoxyribo~nucleic acid) is a double stranded molecule present
in all living orgenisms. It is this molecule which carries the vital
informetion for the organism in the form of functional units known as genes.
The structure of DNA is like thet of & twisted ladder, the two parallel sides
connected by rungs, twisted to form a double helix.

Now, if we tock the complementery strands of DNA fram two species and
brought them together, bonds would form wherever the nucleotides complement
esch other (i.e. they are the same as the nucleotides present in the
complementery stranis of the seme species. The more closely related the two
species are genetically the stronger is the bond between the complementeary
strends of their‘ DNA. Now, when DNA is heated to certain temperatures the
two strands diaaéeiate end by measuring the tempereature required to dissociate
the complementary strands of DNA from two species, we can determine how strongly
the two strands sre bound together which in turn tells us how closely related
the two species are genetically.

Obviously since Iatin names are incomprehensible to the majority of
birdwatchers, it was necessery to heve nemes in different langusges alongside
the scientific names. These cemaon nemes now in usege can often be misleading,

and now that the new DNA-DNA classification is being produced, there is an
opportunity for replacing some of the common nemes @s well. There is of
course, much merit in an old neme which is well-established in literature,
and all birdwatchers hope that as far as the English nemes are concerned,
there will be no desire to change names just for the sske of a new look.

I see little point in changing a well-known name like Malabar Golden-backed
Woodpecker into Flameback. It seems to me that golden back is a better
description than flameback. However, let the experts decide and we will
abide by their decisions only after am open debate where all points of view
are considexred.
