Recently road has been constructed to Yana fo Devanmane side (On Sirsi Yana
route). The stretch of about 3 Kms is newly constrcted upto Vibhuti Halla (stream).
This has been done under drought reliefwork. Siyhilarly from Yana village, the
Panchayat is building new road connecting it to Airsi route. Both these road
constructions is being carried on at a fast phase As these roads are newly built in
midst of evergreen forest regions, there is greater threat of smuggling and increase
in illegal felling. More ever, these roads will become useless during rainy season.

Considering these threats to forests in surrounding areas, we request you to halt
construction of any further road building on this route (coming under Honnavar Forest
Division).

We urge you to take immediate steps to halt the construction of roads in the Yana region.

Re: Felling of Green trees in Barchi Forest ( Barchi Range, Haliyal Forest Division.)

Dear Sir,
Last week the local newspapers carried news item stating that extensive felling of green
trees has taken place in Barchi forest, near Dandeli. In order to check this fact Parisara
Sanmrakshana Kendra organised a fact-finding mission including the local villagers.
They visited the area on 11.04.2002 and walked extensively for two hours in the forest.
The mission has found that (in block VII-15 of Barchi Range)
-There were many green trees felled in the region (specifically stumps No; 346, 350 and

413).
-Most of the green trees is of Teak spices with high value.
-This area (Block VII-15) is teak plantation and there are natural species that have

regenerated. Green trees are felled while the uprooted and dry trees are not felled. Trees
of smaller girth are also felled in large scale.

Many stumps have no marking. This raises suspicion. The stumps of some trees have
marks mentioning that felling is for 2001-2002. But there is no specific order to fell trees
in this block for this year.
-There is no fuelwood near the felled trees. This raises serious doubt, whether the
fuelwood has been removed by the agency that has felled the adjacent block.
As there is extensive felling of green trees, especially the high value teak trees, there is an

urgent need to conduct in depth investigation into this matter. We talked to ACF
Ganeshgudi and requested him to visit the area. But he said that it is not possible, as he is

busy with office work. We also tried to contact DFO Haliyal,but he was not available.
We request you to arrange a joint visit to the spot with Parisara Sanmrakshana Kendra
and forest officials to confirm the fact and to initiate necessary action.

Re: Felling of Rosewood trees in Sahasralliforest (Banavasi Range)

Dear Sir,

Rosewood trees are very valuable resources of our district. This is felled illegally on a
large scale in Banavasi Range. On 22-5-2002 we inspected such felling in Sahasralli
forest. In an area on two acres, we found ten rosewood trees illegally felled. Local press
whélty covered this. The ACF also visited the area.

We are surprised that no action has been taken on this even after two weeks. The local
people feel that the forest department staff is aware of illegal felling and many times it is
done in collusion with smugglers. Extensive smuggling of rosewood trees is going on for
several years in this region with ease.

If this situation continues we fear that rosewood would become extinct, It is high time
that forest department took action to protect the spices and put an end to smuggling of
rosewood trees.

Looking forward to your reply and urgent action.
